Precept and Tax Base 

Pembrokeshire County Council have advised that the Council Tax Base for the Financial Year 2022/2023 as being at band 'D', the equivalent of 1018.19 and that the precept will continue to be paid in three instalments: 29 April 26 August, and 16 December 2022. All Precept requirements to be received by the 14 January 2022.

2021/2022 Budget Reconciliation
Prior to the meeting the Clerk/RFO shared the budget reconciliation showing all income and expenditure to date and the expenditure and income for the rest of the year.
Bank Accounts
Prior to the meeting the Clerk/RFO had shared an analysis of the bank accounts with balances as identified on the November 2021 bank statements, the online bank balances as of 14 December 2021 and the estimated receipts and payments to 31 March 2022. 
Audit Wales Fee Scheme

The Clerk noted that a communication had been received noting that the new three-year programme for the audit of community and town councils has been deferred for one year. It is now expected that the Havens Community Council will undergo a full transactional audit for the financial year 2022/2023.
Indicative charges for Town and community councils with annual income or expenditure of between £5,001 – £100,000 are as follows:
Indicative baseline charge: £160
Indicative upper range fee:  £320
Internal/ External Audit Arrangements
The internal audit was carried out by Richard Edwards for financial year 2020/2021. The External Audit was caried out by the Welsh Audit Office. Due to a number of unforeseen circumstances, there were delays in carrying out the external audit work.  As The Haven Community Council had not received an audit certificate by the end of September, a notice was posted alongside the annual return on the Havens Community website as instructed.
Asset Register

As identified during the internal audit the Clerk has started to put together an Asset Register which will be shared with all Community Councillors on completion.
Budget & Setting of 2022/2023 Budget
A review of last year's budget was carried out to assist in setting a budget for the financial year 2022/2023.
The following projects were discussed, and costings proposed.

1. Book Swop Shelter (£3,000)
2. Jubilee Celebrations (Section 137)
3. Planters and Troughs around The Havens (£1,000)
4. War Memorial (£500)
5. Monthly Coffee Mornings (Section 137)
6. Defibrillator (£2000)
7. Festive Lighting – additional through enhancing Pembrokeshire grant (£3000)
Clerk’s Salary

Following research Cllr. Burch proposed the Clerks hourly rate be increased from £12.64 an hour to £15.83 an hour commensurate with SCP Level 26. 
Precept Agreement
It was agreed to set the Precept for 2022/2023 at £27,675.00 (An increase of 2.5%).  
Precept and budget proposal to be presented at the next full meeting of The Havens Community Council for ratification on 4 January 2022.
