The Clerk will re-circulate the 2006 St Florence Action Plan to councillors.
Replacement Flooring.  Although the carpet has recently been cleaned it is still omitting an odour and requires replacing.  The Clerk has been asked to contact the insurance company and ask if they can contribute towards the cost of same. A quote from Granwood Flooring for a replacement hard floor has been received of approximately £10.000.  County Cllr Kidney has offered to obtain a quote from James Parfitts, Pembroke and TP Hughes, Tenby for a similar type flooring.  Agenda item for next meeting
Restoration of War Memorial.  The Clerk has forwarded the photographs to the War Memorial Fund and awaits their comments.  Agenda item for next meeting
Dog Fouling.  A poster asking people to pick up after their dogs will be displayed in the notice boards by the end of the month.  This problem has also been highlighted in the St Florence Newsletter recently distributed to all village residents.
Common Ground rear of Shady Nook.  It has been suggested that access be restricted to stop wheelbarrows coming into the wood and fly tipping garden rubbish.  Planning will be re-visiting the site in the near future to look at other areas that may be used inappropriately.  Rats have also been reported in the area.  The Clerk will contact the appropriate department at PCC.

Suggested BDO amendments  to the 2010/11, 2011/12 and 2012/13 audit returns with regards to the receipt of the £1161 from the Youth Club  were agreed and signed by Cllr. Eardley and The Clerk.

A public meeting is to be held on Tuesday 27 May, 7.30pm, St Florence Village Hall, to consider the BDO Statutory Recommendations made regarding inadequacies in our Financial Management System.  This meeting will be advertised in the Tenby Observer on Friday 16 May.  The Annual Meeting will take place after the public meeting.  Cllr D. Evans gave her apologies in advance.  She has been asked to send in any necessary comments and a proxy vote for the Chairperson/Vice Chairperson.  It was noted that an asset register needs to be drawn up.  It was also noted that the BDO  invoice is expected to be circa £4,000. 

With regards to the appeal of the investigation by Dyfed Powys Police, Superintendent Richard Lewis will be invited to the meeting scheduled for Tuesday 03 June to inform the Council of the appeal decision.

The draft annual return was circulated to Councillors present and will be considered at the Annual Meeting to be held on Tuesday 27 May following the Public Meeting.

Extra Grass Cutting.  Avalon and Red Roofs.  Smart Gardens  are happy to include in their tender for an extra £5 per cut. Proposed Cllr S. Hughes, Seconded Cllr D. Evans.  All in Favour.  It was noted that the grass bank in front of Elm View and also the bank between Elm View and Parsons Green had not been fully cut.  The Clerk will mention this to Smart Gardens.
Road sweeping – Green Hayes was not included in the recent village road sweeping visit.  County Cllr Kidney will ask Highways Department for their comments although it is thought cars parked in Green Hayes may have been the issue.
Wall Maintenance. High Street,  North of Parklands.  This has been referred to PCC by Cllr Kidney
Reposition of Goal posts.  It was agreed that the Football Club can reposition as they deem necessary.  Proposed Cllr Eardley, Seconded Cllr D Evans.  All in Favour.
Village Bus Service.  Changes are to be made to the local bus services.  There will be no services available after 4.30pm.  Following a short discussion, County Cllr Kidney has been asked to follow this up with PCC. 
Parklands .  A local resident has requested consideration for the painting of a center white line on the bend of the road that turns from Parsons Green into Parklands. Drivers are continually 'cutting' the corner as this part of the road used to form a turning circle when Parsons Green was a cul-de-sac.  The Clerk will contact PCC with this request.
