A letter has been received from a local resident in Parsons Green with regards to  shrubs overgrowing into their garden.  The Laurel hedge alongside the Parsonage has brambles growing through and needs to be cut back.   The Clerk is to contact Smart Gardens and ask that they address these issues at their earliest convenience.  Proposed Cllr S. Hughes, Seconded Cllr D Evans.  All in Favour.  

The Clerk is to contact BT to see if extra lines have been  installed into the village so that internet can be provided at the village hall.
