14/10/91 – Signing of the minutes of last meeting held 02 September 

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed as a true and accurate record with the following amendment:  Minutes had been proposed and seconded the wrong way round – July meeting should read J Evans & D Evans, August Meeting should read R Hughes and S Hughes.   Proposed: J Evans.  Seconded R. Hughes.  All in Favour 
14/10/92 – Matters Arising
Restoration of War Memorial – Cllr D Evans is aware of a local gentleman who may have some information appertaining to this.  County Councillor Kidney also passed information to the Clerk with regards to a contact at Pembrokeshire County Council.  Councillor Buckmaster reminded the Council that the war memorial will require cleaning prior to Remembrance Day on 09 November 2014 .  Cllr J Evans kindly offered to carry out the cleaning of same.  The Clerk will collect the wreaths from De Valence, Tenby.
14/10/93 – Planning Applications
14/0516/PA -  Erection of Dwelling & Car Port, Morgans Terrace.  Following a discussion this application was refused by councillors due to the following objections.  Access, floods, over development and loss of amenities.  Propsed R Hughes, Seconded D Evans.  All in Favour
14/0521/PA – Demolition of dwelling and relocation of 12 existing caravans, New Minerton Leisure Park.  No objections.  Cllr Buckmaster abstained
A report has been received from the Auditor General for Wales: Financial Management and Governance in Local Councils dated 02 October 2014.   The report mentions St Florence under Councils with prior year audits open at 30 September 2013 and Auditors issued statutory recommendations.  The Chairperson read out the report to Councillors present.  The Clerk was asked to photocopy same and circulate to all Councillors.  Councillor Buckmaster mentioned the risk matrix and if this years BDO audit has been passed.  The Clerk will contact BDO asap and request an update.  She will also ask for a quote for monies outstanding.  A copy of the cashbook will also be forwarded to Cllr Buckmaster.
14/10/94 – Village and Village Hall Matters
Painting of Village Hall.  Interior:  The caretaker will be asked to carry out the remainder of the interior painting.

Exterior:  The contractor awarded the tender will be asked to complete same including painting of the window frames.  If this isn't completed by the end of the month, the caretaker will be asked to finish all painting.

The Clerk will remind Smart Gardens who operate the village cutting maintenance tender that the bushes and shrubs still require cutting back.
Castle Lane hedge bank and removal of mature trees.
Several large trees removed on the left hand side along side the existing hedge bank.  The Clerk will contact planning and ask if this is within the scope of the planning application.  She will also enquire if there are any TPOs in this area.
Bench Refurbishment.
The benches require refurbishment alongside The Ritec between the Ford and Old Mill.  The land is  maintained by the County Council village.  The wood is rotten on the benches and they either need removing or replacing.  There was some confusion of who placed the benches in this area. County Councillor Kidney was asked to bring this to the attention of area maintenance for their comments.
Sale of Land adjacent to the Parsonage Flats
Following a lengthy discussion regarding who actually owns the land and if there are any covenants on same, the Clerk was asked to contact the land registry for clearer information and report in next months meeting.

Following on from this discussion Cllr Hughes gave his opinion that the shrubs be removed altogether from this area and that it be returned to a grass area.  It was decided that this be an Agenda item for next months meeting.
