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PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 28th January 2015 at Puncheston School at 7.30 p m.

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Mr Gareth Howells.
2. Minutes of the last meeting.
Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 26th November 2014 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.
(a) FLOWER BEDS, PUNCHESTON GREEN. The Clerk had made an application to Natural Buzz, Keep Wales Tidy for a grant of £100.00 to cover the cost of bulbs and bedding plants for the flower beds. An e-mail message had been received stating that the Grants Panel would be happy to award us with vouchers in respect of the flower beds. However further details were required of the specific species of flowers we intend to plant. It was decided that the e-mail message should be forwarded to the members who would then advise the Clerk of the specific species of flowers. It was agreed that the Clerk should contact the Headteacher of Puncheston School to see if the pupils could help with planting and maintaining the flower beds.
(b) DONATIONS TOWARDS COSTS OF CHRISTMAS LIGHTS. It was proposed by Alison Evans, seconded by Anne Thomas and agreed that the Community Council reimburse Little Newcastle Community Association and Puncheston Recreation Committee for the costs of the new Christmas lights purchased for Christmas 2014. It was agreed to pay £50.00 to Little Newcastle Community Association. The lights for Puncheston Recreation Committee had been purchased by the electrician Mr Robert Griffiths. It was agreed to reimburse the cost direct to Mr Griffiths. The cost was believed to be in the region of £70.00. The Clerk to contact Mr Griffiths.
(c) BROKEN BRIDLEWAY SIGN. The broken wooden bridleway sign at the start of bridleway 78/3 on the Trecwn road just past the Puncheston Amenity Area on Puncheston Common has been reported to 

Mr Sean Tilling, Public Rights of Way Officer, Pembs County Council.

4. Highway Matters.
(a) ACCIDENT. Alison Evans had reported to the Clerk that there had been an accident on the Little Newcastle side of Cross Fach on the morning of 19th December 2014. A van had mounted the hedge and then rolled onto a car. There were no reports of personal injuries.

(b) DEFECTIVE STREET LAMPS. On 8th January 2015 Alison Evans had reported to the Clerk that there was a defective street lamp at Little Newcastle. The Clerk had obtained the number of the lamp 804/631, and had reported to the Service Line on 9th January. The lamp is now working. On his way to the meeting this evening the Clerk had noted that several lamps were not working in Castlebythe. Gareth Howells is to be asked to check the details of the lamps concerned, then report back to the Clerk who will report the lamps to the Service Line.
(c) GRITTING. On the morning of 19th January the County Council had gritted the Little Newcastle to Puncheston road, however the road in front of Puncheston School had not been gritted. It was proposed by Alison Evans, seconded by Dewi Lewis and agreed that the County Council be asked to grit the road in front of Puncheston School from Puncheston Green to the top entrance of the school.

(d) MISSING DIRECTIONAL SIGN. A directional sign for Letterston at a road junction near Finger, Letterston is missing. The missing sign is to be reported to Area Maintenance North, Pembs County Council
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(e) DEAD FOX. There is a dead fox on the Puncheston to Little Newcastle road about a quarter of a mile from Puncheston. The Clerk to report the matter to the Service Line.
(f) POTHOLES. There are two potholes on the road from Station View to the entrance lane to Wern, Puncheston. The Clerk to report the potholes to the Service Line.

(g). MISSING BRIDLEWAY GATE. Dewi Lewis reported that the gate at the entrance to bridleway 78/14 is missing. The Clerk to report the matter to Mr Sean Tilling.
