5. Action tracking

a) Install of CCTV at the Community Centre

The Clerk reported he had spoken to the contractor, they hoped to be on site w/c 20" June,
work likely to take two days, the Clerk advised that users of the centre should be advised of
works being carried out on those days.

6. County Councillors report:

Report from County Councillor Alistair Cameron to Kilgetty and Begelly Community Council
on the proposed traffic calming for Begelly and Kilgetty

I met with Clare Williams, Assistant Transport Planner and Stephen Benger, Highway
Development Control Officer to discuss the proposed traffic calming for Begelly and Kilgetty.

Proposed Traffic Calming for Begelly

The proposed traffic calming for Begelly is aimed at making the footpaths safer and slowing
down traffic whilst ensuring vehicles are still moving through the village. This is in line with
Welsh Government policy which is to get speeds down to 20 mph in residential areas.

The police have been using a mobile speed camera on the road but have found that many
vehicles are stil!l doing speeds in excess of 30
not be able to tackle speeding purely through speed cameras i we need to also use some

engineering such as speed cushions and narrowing the highway to give priority to one way

at some points. As the highway is quite narrow in parts, giving priority to traffic one way will

also enable the footpath to be widened at points where it is currently very narrow.

At a meeting between the Councilds consultants a
raised that a high level of traffic calming would lead to excessive queues and vehicles being

bought to a halt during busy days. The Council have therefore asked the consultants to do

traffic modelling on traffic levels including the highest levels of traffic.

The Council are planning to take this forward to public consultation, and they will be making
the arrangements for this.

The traffic calming in Begelly is likely to cost in excess of £600,000 and Welsh Government
funding will be needed. At present, no funding has been allocated from the Welsh
Government. However, it makes sense to carry out the consultation and make any
necessary amendments following consultation, so that a scheme is ready should funding
become available during the current financial year 2022-3. If we are unsuccessful this year,
a bid could be submitted for 2023-4 if this meets Welsh Government funding criteria.

Speeding Traffic in New Road, Begelly

We also discussed complaints which | have received about speeding traffic in New Road.
The officers agreed to carry out a survey of vehicle speeds along New Road. They also
advised that if there are instances of vehicle speeding, residents should report these to the
police using 101 or the Dyfed Powys Police website. This would help to give the police more
information about the problem and they, in turn, report issues to the council.

Proposed Traffic Calming in Kilgetty

The proposed traffic calming in Kilgetty is likely to cost over £300,000. | will be discussing
this in detail with the Council.
