        Planning Application
PCC
22/0047/PA:  Preseli Venture, Mathry - expansion of existing tourist accommodation through erection of bespoke holiday lodge.    The Councillors had the following comments:

Concerns that a new access has been created for this application and that it will be visible from the public road (both denied in the application).  
There are 3 existing buildings on the Greener Camping Site and Councillors are wondering if these are permanent and would need planning permission. 
It is felt that this tourist accommodation lodge should be near the existing settlement where the main business premises are and councillors think that it should be seasonal not permanent as it is for tourist use.

7.  COMMUNITY HALL 
Cllr. Jill Morgan has found a copy of the original Conveyance relating to the purchase of the Community Hall site (The Old Vicarage Yard).   It has not been possible to progress the updating of the Trust Deed – a local solicitor will need to be consulted.

There needs to be a new Licence for the pedestrian access over the carpark to High Roost - Councillors felt that the charge for pedestrian access should be £25 per year and Cllr.Jill Morgan offered to look into this.  
New Porch - part of the matched funding required for the EPG Grant will need to come from the Community Hall funds before the project can commence and there are some minor planning issues that need resolving.   It has been confirmed that the project needs to be completed within 2 years.
