            9.  Pembs County Council Report


     C Cllr. Neil Prior now has Cabinet responsibility for Town and Community councils in Pembs.  

                 Councils operate on various levels throughout the county with some being relatively affluent and 

                 well supported and others struggling to attract Clerks or Councillors.   There will be a review of   

                 Town & Community Councils with PCC engaging with all of them about the state of the sector.

                 Cefn Gallod – the 2nd pre action letter was submitted but the PCNPA do not agree with the 

                 objections and will not put the application back to the Planning Committee.  Advice has been 

                 sought about going to a judicial review but this would be very, very expensive.   More information on 
                 the capacity of the sewage system, the Section 106 (which still needs to be agreed) and a 
                 re-consultation from Dwr Cymru will be requested. The on-going change in the economy might well 
                 affect the start of the development.    
 
                 The proposed Housing Needs Assessment which is part of the Connected Communities Project will 
                 probably be facilitated by PLANED.    Speed traffic monitoring in Abereiddy and Porthgain is 
                 planned and the the PCNPA will fund a master plan for Porthgain.
