2. MINUTES

3. MATTERS ARISING
· Defibrillator training.  This event had been well attended and appreciated.   It was agreed to give a donation of £30 on behalf of the Community Council.
· Castlemorris Goalpost – this had been purchased by Cllr. Graham Johns and given to the Castlemorris resident who requested it.
· Abercastle road damage update.  Work is proceeding to repair the damage. The Abercastle Boatowners Association and Cllrs: Alan Price and Jill Morgan have been heavily involved in facilitating the repairs. Cllr.Jill Morgan had contacted NRW to see if they had been consulted about the work taking place on the riverbank.  They had not been contacted and as it was an ‘Ordinary Watercourse’ it was the responsibility of PCC Land Drainage department.   If the flow of water had been impeded or if the width of the river had been reduced, PCC would serve notice on the landowner, the National Trust, to stop work.  
· Coronation Event and Medals.  Medals have been purchased and will be distributed.
· Abercastle toilet – Cllr. Jill Morgan has obtained details of an easement to allow Carreg Sampson to use the cesspit and tap into the water supply.   There are no details of any payment arrangement.  Pembs County Council is still looking into this.   Cllr. Morgan had also spoken about the toilets/access with Barry Harding (PCC Property Services) and with Danfo.
