MATTERS ARISING

Otters Halt

Otters Halt were issued with an exception certificate to accept a quantity of waste which they have exceeded and been advised to stop.   Natural Resources Wales advised the Council that they have analysed the waste material and found it to be harmless.   They have been given permission to level the land using materials already on site but this cannot be with waste soil.
No further tipping is allowed and Natural Resources Wales are looking into whether  
Planning Permission is required before any further work at the site can be carried out.

Tiers Cross Junction

Colin Rees advised the meeting that the Walwyns Castle turnoff had been widened slightly. Indications are that there is still some more work to do but it will only be known whether this improvement is effective once the road is in full use.  He has been informed, however, that they will be unable to do any further improvements.
It is considered that there could be problems with the junction being so close to the roundabout for example, if a vehicle's indicator fails to turn off straight away other traffic will think the vehicle is turning off and large lorries coming off the junction will have to keep to the far right and will probably have to drive over the green.   

The street lighting is now being erected and there is no further action residents can take.
