Longstone Development County Council Meeting Attendance
No meeting has taken place at Pembrokeshire Planning due to an amended planning application being put  forward to the Planning Office for an increase in dwellings.  The planning meeting will now take place later in the year, thought to be circa July or August. Councillor Evans mentioned that a dwelling in Castle Lane has opened up the hedgeway and erected a gate.  County Councillor Kidney was asked to look into this further to see whether planning is required for this gateway.

Councillor Eardley also mentioned that children are using the roadway at the junction of Longstone and Woodlands Close with their skateboards and a toddler also came out of this area on a small pedal type car.  It is worrying as this is a blind corner and could be quite dangerous.
