Matters Arising

Traffic Calming Update
County Councillor Jon Preston informed the meeting as follows:
Further to my request for speed data within the village I now have the results of a recent survey carried out. This data is in addition to the speed checks carried out by Dyfed Powys Police who submitted a report to the community council during December 2014. Their findings were summarised as follows: Checks were carried out on several random days in locations within the village and on the by-pass. There were no vehicles found to be speeding on the by-pass during that time, this was likely to be due to the Police presence in the area.. There was however some speeding on the village road in the 20mph  zone. Those vehicles were recorded at speeds of between 25 – 34mph at the Middlewalls Junction coming down the hill into the village.

The PCC survey was carried out for the period  26/03 – 10/04/15 and taken at two locations within the village where the characteristics of the road and width differed.


The first site was in the region of the War Memorial / village green and recorded the following:-

Towards Tenby
24hr average mean speed = 19.4mph
85% speed = 24.7mph
24hr volume = 201 vehicles
Towards Lydstep
24hr average mean speed = 20.1mph
85% speed = 24.9mph
24hr volume = 343 vehicles

The second location was in the region of Middle Walls Lane and recorded values of:-
Towards Tenby
24hr average mean speed = 24.3.4mph
85% speed = 30.8mph

24hr volume = 351 vehicles
Towards Lydstep
24hr average mean speed = 25.0mph
85% speed = 30.9mph
24hr volume = 451 vehicles

Previous data was taken back in 2011 when the concept of a 20mph limit was being considered. The survey at that time was carried out slightly north of the War Memorial at a location comparitable with the first site above in terms of road characteristics and width. The results of the 2011 survey showed Mean speeds of 19.9 & 22.1mph compared to 19.4 & 20.1mph, a reduction of 0.5 & 2mph respectively.

A survey was not carried out at the Middle Walls Lane location in 2011 so there is no comparison. Its inclusion at this time was in light of the informal survey recently carried out by the PCSO and to obtain further evidence. Figures do show slightly higher speeds when compared to those recorded near the War Memorial and are likely influenced by the road width at this location which is relatively wide with a centreline.

In light of this information I have been informed by the Highways officer that traffic calming can be considered for roads where there is evidence of inappropriate speed and/or accident history. The accident history shows that there has been 1 accident recorded in the past 36 months which involved a cyclist and a car.
In general the recorded speeds do suggest that the 20mph limit is being observed. The exception would be the section between Middle Walls Lane to Fourwinds Lane. It has been suggested that the Police could undertake selective enforcement action at this location.
Any calming scheme would need to be prioritised against other locations in the county where speeding problems e exist. Funding will need to be identified and put forward to form part of a future year’s road safety grant or capital bid.

Following a short discussion, it was suggested that we could possibly raise the awareness of this problem by contacting Tenby Observer and placing an article in the paper.  Although there is no school in the village, there are still quite a number of pedestrians who walk through the village, especially through the summer time, and we have no pavements running through the village.  County Councillor Preston will keep the clerk abreast with movements.  It was mentioned again that speed humps similar to those placed in Heywood Lane would be preferred.

Chequers
County Councillor Preston informed meeting that although there are plans for acoustic music to be played in the future, no licence has been applied for as of yet.  There is work being carried out to the building but it seems to be unhabitable at the present moment in time.    

Bench – Holloway Court
Whilst canvassing during the election, County Councillor Preston asked if people if they would like a bench placed within Holloway Court.  General feedback was that this was not high on their 'wants' lists.

Dog Signage
A  sign can be purchased for approximately £10 stating 'please clean up after your dog'.  It was proposed by Councillor Richards that four (4) signs be ordered in the interim.  Seconded Cllr M. Penn.  All in agreement.

Correspondence Received
Tetra Mast at The Ridgeway, Penally, 

The following email has been received from Mr. Alan Roberts:
In 2007 the Community Council were one of the parties that 'objected' to the planning permission submitted by O2 to Pembs CC for the siting of a TETRA (Terrestrial Trunk Radio) mast at The Ridgeway.  The resultant planning public enquiry upheld the application and the mast was erected and has (as far as I know) continued to act as one of the communications base stations for the emergency services.  During the enquiry, 'objectors' raised numbers of concerns about the proposed mast but one was connected with a possible detrimental effect on human health and safety over its long term usage and there was some limited anecdotal information gathered that suggested a long term link between the TETRA system and increased clusters of human and animal cancers in areas adjacent to TETRA base stations.  

As seven years has elapsed since the mast was erected I applied under the Freedom of Information Act to Public Health Wales for the numbers only of human cancers they had recorded in 57 postcode areas I supplied and which surrounded the mast for the periods 01.01.2000 to 31.12.2006 and from 01.01.2007 to 31.12.2013.  I have now received their response.  

The information supplied is simply the total number of malignancies excluding non-melanoma skin cancer recorded in those 57 postcode areas in the two time periods specified.  As far as I am aware the information provided is considered public information and may be shared and so I ask the Chair of the Community Council via yourself as the Clerk, whether the Council wish to view a copy of the response received?
All Councillors would like to view the response and The Clerk will contact Mr Roberts and request that he forward the information he has received.

County Councillors Report
DJ’s Planning Application
There is currently no further update on the planning application at the former DJ’s site.

Strawberry Lane
I recently met with some residents at Strawberry Lane to discuss the issue of the road light being removed.  I have now formally raised it as a health and safety issue with PCC. The area is at an intersection at Strawberry lane where three other routes feed onto.  It is also used frequently by walkers and has the occupants of approx thirty dwellings using this road on a daily basis.

After dark, on a moonless night, the area is in total darkness. This is not acceptable and has made this area very hazardous. No consultation was carried out prior to the removal of the existing light and the reason that the post was rotten is not a valid point due to the fact that the lamp was fed by a supply from a post directly opposite the original post which could provide a mounting position for a replacement unit.

It is my understanding that the policy regarding street lighting is primarily to meet energy efficiency and light pollution controls. This must not be achieved by placing the public at risk. There are other options i.e. a solar powered unit which I have asked to be considered. I have also raised a complaint with Western Power who removed the lighting unit. I have requested that they provide me with the details of their consultation with PCC prior to this work being carried out.

 
14/1055/PA Installation of a solar park at Land West of Roberts Wall Farm
I have been contacted by the case officer in regard to the above application for a solar park on a parcel of land at Roberts Wall Farm, Trefloyne Lane, Penally.

Unfortunately this application was mistakenly categorised on the weekly lists as being for consideration by the Planning and Rights of Way Committee, however given the size of the proposal (below 5 hectares in area) the application does fall within the scope of delegated powers. As such the application is one that would ordinarily be delegated to officers for decision.

I am informed that PCC have not received any adverse responses from any of the consultees and there have been no representations made by members of the public.

Due to this  purely being  an error in the document then I think to be fair to the applicant the application should be dealt with as per the normal process in that it would be decided by the planning officers. 

If the application were to be incorrectly decided by the planning committee it would not only advantage / disadvantage the applicant but it would also place that decision in doubt and a subsequent appeal. Therefore the application will be dealt with as per due process.
