Matters Arising
Restoration of War Memorial
Following a visit to County Archives, it has been established that  all remaining 

funds  had been left with the church to ensure that this is maintained in a proper manner.   It is therefore not known if we should carry on with this repair. 

Although a member of the village has offered to carry out the repairs on a free of charge basis, it was thought best that this be carried out by a CADW appointed stonemason and Stephen Grant would be thanked for his kind offer.

Cllr Randles informed meeting that all records appertaining to the church are also kept at County Archives.

Councillor Eardley proposed that all of the information that has been found be forwarded to the church for their comments.  The Chairperson Councillor Buckmaster will draft this letter.  Resolved that Councillor Randles will find out who the letter be forwarded to and Councillor Buckmaster draft a letter to them.  The Clerk will also forward a copy of the minutes from 1922 from the archives to Councillor Buckmaster.
Longstone Development Update
A planning meeting took place on 24th June at County Hall, Haverfordwest to discuss this application.  Councillor Eardley, who attended this meeting together with County Councillor Kidney, conveyed the following information to Councillors present. The application, which sought permission for six bungalows and four flats on land adjoining Woodland Close,  was recommended for conditional approval.  The committee were addressed as follows:  The proposed development is basically an extension to an existing development of 14 affordable houses in the village that was completed last year. That development was built on greenfield land as an exception site for affordable housing,  but not opposed as it had been identified as an alternative site during the public consultation process of the Local Development Plan and there was a recognised local need for affordable housing.

In this instance there is no identified local need and it is on a greenfield site outside the LDP and not one of the five alternative sites still available in the village.

The specific concerns of this are in regard to the significant impact on community and highway safety, the loss of amenity of existing residents and the existence of alternative sites for affordable housing.  In addition, approval of this application would set a precedent for any greenfield site can be built on in the name of ‘an exception site for affordable housing’.

During the debate, Cllr Jacob Williams from the Planning Dept said: “I’ve heard what the objectors say and I don’t really think they are particularly strong objections unfortunately.  The issue of other land being available isn’t really a matter for this committee, the ownership of the land isn’t something we can have any control over, it may be that the land is owned by people who don’t wish to develop it .I do have some sympathy with the traffic concerns, but as this is only outline planning, the issues would be dealt with in the detail stage.”

Councillor Peter Morgan proposed a site visit  take place on Wednesday 22 July at 11.00am from the Planning Department.   
PAT Testing
The clerk has received 3 quotes from local companies;  SAFE Electrical, Nigel Ayers and Able Electrics 24/7.  After consideration Councillor Eardley proposed that Nigel Ayers carry out this testing.  Seconded  Councillor Randles.  All in favour.   It was resolved that the Clerk contact Nigel Ayers and request that the testing be carried out during September.
Village Hall Cleaning Materials
Following a discussion it was decided that the possible purchase of a steam mop be put on hold at the moment due to finance restraints.  The items requested by the caretaker for general cleaning materials and tiles for the roof can be purchased.  It was resolved that the clerk contact the JBH cleaning materials and order same.  The caretaker will purchase the roof tiles.
