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PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 29th July 2015 at The Drovers Arms, Puncheston at 8.0 p m.

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Dr Peter Lilley (Chairman) and Mrs Anne Thomas.

2. Minutes of the Annual General Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday 24th June 2015 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Minutes of the last meeting.
Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 24th June 2015 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

4. Matters Arising from the Minutes.
(a) ANNUAL AUDIT. The Clerk reported that nothing had been heard back from BDO.

(b) JAPANESE KNOTWEED. The Clerk reported that he had received further details of patches of Japanese Knotweed from Alison Evans and that he had sent details of all the patches in a letter dated 2nd July 2015 to Mr J Emrys Llewelyn, Area Maintenance North, Pembs County Council. In reply he had received an email dated 6th July 2015 from Mr Neil McCarthy, Project Manager, Pembs County Council which stated that the areas of knotweed would be plotted with a GPS reference, would be treated, and then be monitored for the rest of this season, with the possibility of future treatment if required. These will then be added to the treatment programme until eradicated. The Clerk added that there was a possibility that some of these patches might have been mown prior to treatment, so next year we need to discuss knotweed at the May meeting.
(c) TRIMMING OF VILLAGE GREEN NEAR Y BWTHYN, LITTLE NEWCASTLE. The Clerk reported that he had written a letter dated 2nd July 2015 to Mr J Emrys Llewelyn asking if the small area of Village Green near Y Bwthyn, Little Newcastle could be trimmed on a regular basis at the same time as the larger part of the Village Green at Castle Green is trimmed.

(d) PASSING PLACE NEAR STATION VIEW, PUNCHESTON. The Clerk reported that he had written a letter dated 30th June 2015 to Mr J Emrys Llewelyn asking if further tarmac could be laid at the passing place on both sides of the road in order to widen the passing place.

5. Highway Matters.

(a) ACCIDENTS AT NEW INN CROSS ROADS. The Clerk referred to the news item in the Western Telegraph dated 24th June 2015 regarding the concerns of local and Rosebush residents about accidents on the B4329 at New Inn Cross Roads. Councillor Kilmister explained that a site meeting has been arranged for Wednesday 5th August with Darren Thomas, Pembs County Council and local residents. The Clerk gave copies of earlier correspondence to Councillor Kilmister and would send him a copy of the Puncheston Community Council Accidents Record for use at the meeting.
(b) FLY TIPPING. The Clerk reported that he had received an email dated 2nd July 2015 from Alison Evans concerning the fly tipping of five asbestos-type corrugated sheets at the road chippings storage area on the Little Newcastle to Trecwn road. The Clerk had forwarded the information by email to 

Mr J Emrys Llewelyn.

(c) The Clerk reported that he had been contacted by Linda, a resident at 10 Park Avenue, Puncheston asking if waste bins for dog mess could be provided at the Amenity Area at Puncheston Common. Councillor Kilmister informed the meeting that the County Council no longer provided such waste bins. The Clerk to inform the resident accordingly.
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(d) DEFECTIVE STREET LAMPS. Lamp 803/401 at 10 Park Avenue, Puncheston is not working. Lamp 804/632 at Gwynfa, Little Newcastle is damaged. Both lamps to be reported to the Service Line.
(e) ACCIDENTS. Recently on the Puncheston to Morvil road on a narrow bend near Heddfan. A car driven by a young male driver had crashed into Graham Harries’ tractor. The car was a write off. A female passenger in the car had been injured. Also recently on the same road a lorry had collided with a hedge near Tegfan. No further details are known.

(f) SPEEDING SILAGE TRACTORS AND TRAILERS. Residents of Puncheston Village are complaining of the excessive speeding of silage tractors and trailers through the village. These vehicles belong to Mr Wyn Davies, Penrallt Ddu and one of the offending drivers is believed to be the son of John Phillips, Nantyffynnon, Pontfaen. The Clerk to inform the Police of these complaints.
(g) RAGWORT. Local residents are complaining of ragwort growing alongside the Puncheston Tennis Courts. The Clerk to try to ascertain the ownership of the land in question.

(h) PUNCHESTON TELEPHONE EXCHANGE. The capping stones of the boundary wall of the telephone exchange are loose. The Clerk to pass this information on to British Telecom.
