Licensing Act 2003 - Consultation on Review of Licensing Policy

Reported:  Letter dated 10th August, 2015 from Pembrokeshire County Council stating that the laws relating to alcohol sales, public entertainment and late night refreshment radically changed in September, 2005 as a result of the implementation of the Licensing Act 2003. In January, 2011 the Council published its current "Licensing Policy" which sets out the policies the Council would apply when  exercising its licensing functions under the Act.  The law requires that the licence is reviewed every five years.  The County Council therefore wished to hear views on how the Act has worked in the last five years and any suggested changes to the Policy.
