SVD reported on ongoing developments:
a.  Highway Entrance.

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c.   Re-Cycling Bins. 
   The use of the bins has been abused through inappropriate waste being deposited. The bins have been withdrawn and the original ‘open’ bins re-instated. 
The Council agreed the request of the RCA that the re-cycling bins  be returned to the PCC.


d.  Toilet Facilitites – Childrens area/playing field.

The Community Association is considering the provision of ‘portaloo’ facilities during the summer period.  This will be hired on a weekly basis and placed discreetly in the play area.

Other Business.
i. County Show – Temporary road access arrangements.[SY]
SY reported on the traffic plans for accessing the show – this remained unchanged from previous years.
ii. Bethlehem Chapel.[SAV]
A recent incident, concerning traffic exiting the car park, was reported. It was generally agreed that traffic frequently exceeds the 40mph limit on this stretch of road.

It was agreed that the matter be raised at the next meeting of  PACT  on Wednesday 15th July – 7pm – Crundale Community Hall.

iii. Road - Windy Hill-Landfill site.[SY]


Concerns have been expressed as to the speed of traffic using this road.

iv. Pedestrian Improvements, Crundale[SY].



Proposals to introduce safer footways between a point south of Cross Lane to a point south of ‘Tara Hanga’ by way of narrowing carriageway width and hatching in red the surface in a new central reservation.  Uncontrolled crossing points would be introduced and it is anticipated that the presence of these improvements together with  refuge islands for crossing the road, would cause motorists to conform with speed limits.
Members were supportive of this proposal.
