In response to a question at the last meeting Cllr Morse gave an update of the legal status of the bridleway.He began with a background history of the process whereby the path was reclassified as a bridleway under a Rights of Way Act. As a result of the reclassification a landowner raised an objection and applied under an appeals procedure for the path to be deleted. The appeal was rejected. However, further objections and applications for deletion were submitted and appeals heard, all of which were rejected. Cllr Morse added that the County Council is unable to comment on the very latest legal position as a further appeal is now in the progress.  A decision is expected in the coming months.
