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PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 24th February 2016 at Puncheston School at 7.30 p m.
Present were:-   Dr Peter Lilley (Chairman), Mrs Alison Evans, Messrs Gareth Howells, Dewi Lewis, Councillor Bob Kilmister Pembs County Council and John Griffiths (Clerk).

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Mr Wyn Williams and Mrs Anne Thomas.
2. Minutes of the last meeting.
Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 27th January 2016 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.
(a) POSSIBLE IMPROVEMENTS TO NEW INN CROSS ROADS. The Clerk reported that he had now received a letter of reply from Mr and Mrs Garvey, the owners of the field on the eastern side of the B4329 to the north of the cross roads. They state that they are prepared to forfeit a strip of their land in order that improvements to visibility at the cross roads may be carried out. However they are not prepared to give free dedication of the land. It was agreed that a copy of the letter be forwarded to 
Mr Darren Thomas, Head of Highways & Construction, Pembs County Council and to ask him if he has considered the improvements which we suggested in our letter dated 2nd December 2015 which could be made to improve visibility, which would not necessitate taking any additional land.
(b) ALUMINIUM FLAGPOLE. The Clerk reported that he had contacted the Property Department of Pembs County Council, who had confirmed that they would have to issue a licence to erect a flagpole at the play area. He had been asked to mark its proposed position on a plan of the area. Dewi Lewis explained that the Puncheston Recreation Committee had offered the flagpole to Puncheston School. It was agreed that the Clerk should hold onto the plan until a reply has been obtained from the school.
(c) PASSING PLACE NEAR STATION VIEW. The Clerk reported that he had written a further letter to Mr J Emrys Llewelyn, Area Maintenance Manager – North, Pembs County Council and he had received a reply from Mr Llewelyn who confirmed that he had inspected the passing place and that he will arrange for filling to be placed at the passing place as suggested.
4.Highway Matters.
(a) DEAD BADGER ON B4329 AT TUFTON. A dead badger had been reported on the B4329 near the entrance to Tyrhug Farm north of Tufton on 28th January 2016. The Clerk had reported this to the Service Line, Pembs County Council on that day and the badger had been removed.

(b) ACCIDENT ON B4329 AT TUFTON. At 3.30 p m on Thursday 4th February 2016 the Clerk had seen a small red saloon car on its roof on the B4329 immediately to the south of the double bends to the south of Tufton. The car had mounted the nearside hedge whilst travelling towards Haverfordwest and had overturned. A young male was standing near the car and talking on his mobile phone. One other vehicle had stopped to assist. In accordance with our policy it was agreed that the Clerk should notify this accident to Mr Ben Blake, Traffic Engineer, Pembs County Council.
