Christmas Tree Lights Sandyke Road

An application was made to Western Power to be able attach and disconnect the Christmas Tree Lights on Sandyke Road green ourselves.   Western Power advised that this was not acceptable and we must employ an electrician and obtain a certificate when connecting and disconnecting,

The Clerk was asked to arrange for an electrician to run an underground cable from the tree to the box.
Little Haven Green

The Clerk advised the meeting that she was contacted by Down to Earth Landscaping during the month as the seeding of the green carried out recently had not worked and half of the lawn was bare.  Down to Earth contacted Prag for advice who suggested that the green was returfed again but this time using salt resistant turf.

The Clerk advised that as this work was not in this year's budget she would have to put it on the Agenda for the next meeting.    A request was made by Down to Earth on behalf of The Castle, that should Chris Vane cover the cost of returfing immediately would the Council reimburse after the next meeting.   The Clerk advised she could not promise this and would have to take the request to the meeting.  She pointed that any request for reimbursement would have to be accompanied two quotations.

Cllr Mary Whitewright told the meeting that the green was important to the village.  The Council agreed that it should be looked after but as the money was not available at the present time she asked the Clerk to bring the issue back to the meeting after receipt of the next precept payment.   The Clerk was asked to relay this information to Chris Vane and also point out that, in future, any work or use of the Green must go to the Council for authorisation beforehand.
