AGENDA ITEMS
Election of Chairman

The Council thanked Colin for his work this year and proposed he act as Chair for a further year.  Colin accepted the proposal and signed a Declaration o Acceptance of Office for the year 2016/2017.

Election of Vice Chair

It was proposed that Julian George continue as Vice Chair for the forthcoming 12 months.  and the Clerk was asked to obtained confirmation that he would be happy to do this.

Review of Standing Orders

End of Year Budget Update/Annual Return 31 March 2016
