They gave a brief over view of how as residents living in close proximity to the proposed changes how their lives were going to be adversely affected by for example an increase in road traffic directly next to their property and at night headlights from said vehicles going straight into their bedroom.  They also showed concern that the ecology survey undertaken did not take into account the hedge bank and there were errors and omissions in the plans.

Cllr Barbara Lewis thanked them both for attending but informed them that as this planning application had already had a decision made against it by Pencaer community council at the meeting held on 18th October 2016 in accordance with the councils standing orders they were unable to reverse a decision within 6 months.
