PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 26th October 2016 at Puncheston School at 7.40 p m.
Present were:-   Mr Dewi Lewis (Chairman), Mrs Alison Evans, Dr Peter Lilley, Councillor Bob Kilmister Pembs County Council and John Griffiths (Clerk).

1. Visit by Jo Cunningham, Volunteer and Kay Deering, Trustee of Pembrokeshire Rivers Trust.

The Chairman welcomed Jo Cunningham, volunteer and Kay Deering, trustee of Pembrokeshire Rivers Trust. They gave a brief explanation and overview of the work undertaken by the Pembrokeshire Rivers Trust and handed out leaflets on ‘Adopt a Riverbank’ and ‘The Cleddau Trail’, the latter being an initiative to make the centre of Pembrokeshire attractive to visitors and walkers as opposed to all the many attractions of the coastal areas. They brought along samples of river life collected earlier in the day from Afon Anghof near the Puncheston Sewage Treatment Plant. They explained that they would be willing to work with the pupils of Puncheston School, explaining to them the different species of wildlife to be found in Afon Anghof. Alison Evans, School Governor to take up this offer with the Headteacher. They were thanked for their presentation and left the meeting at 8.15 p m.
2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Mrs Anne Thomas, Mr Wyn Williams and Mr Gareth Howells.

3. Minutes of the last meeting.
Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 28th September 2016 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

4. Matters Arising from the Minutes.
(a) PUNCHESTON VILLAGE GREEN. Mrs Amanda Lawrence, Headteacher of Puncheston School has confirmed that she is still interested in the school pupils being involved in the planting of the bulbs.
Alison Evans reported that Mrs Lawrence has also obtained flower bulbs for planting in the flower beds and she understands that Mrs Lawrence will be contacting her soon after the half-term has passed.
(b) TREES OBSTRUCTING HIGHWAY VISIBILITY. The Clerk reported that on Monday evening Ambleston Community councillors thanked him and Puncheston Community Council for the excellent work which has been carried out by Pembs County Council contractors in cutting back the trees from the verges of B4329 at Poll Tax Hill.
(c) BROKEN FOOTBRIDGE FOOTPATH 78/7. Dewi Lewis reported that contractors have now replaced the broken footbridge with plastic drainage pipes and hardcore and that the ditch can now be crossed safely.
(d) ANNUAL AUDIT 2015/16. The Clerk confirmed that he had written a letter dated 1st October 2016 to Dr Del Morgan, Development Officer with One Voice Wales complaining about our new external auditors Grant Thornton UK LLP and asking that he take up the matter with the Wales Audit Office. The letter was read out at the meeting. He has received an acknowledgement but no detailed reply.
(e) CODE OF CONDUCT. The Clerk confirmed that he had replied to Pembs County Council confirming that we accepted the Monitoring Officer’s offer of placing a single notice covering all Town and Community Councils in a local newspaper and to liase with the Ombudsman on our behalf.

(f) FLAGPOLE. The Clerk reported that he had written a letter of thanks to Ms Maria Hemingway-Skone for the gift of the flagpole. He had received an email reply from Ms Hemingway- Skone stating that she and her husband had seen the flagpole at Puncheston School and were very happy with the outcome.
5.Highway Matters.
(a) POTHOLE. The Clerk had received an email from Alison Evans on 10th October regarding a pothole on the Puncheston to Little Newcastle road on the Little Newcastle side of Cross Fach. The Clerk had reported the matter to Pembs County Council Service.
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(b) DEFECTIVE STREET LAMPS. The Clerk had received an email from Alison Evans on 10th October regarding lamp 803/399 at Glanrhyd/Lower Puncheston where the lamp cover has come off. The Clerk had reported the matter to the Pembs County Council Service Line. The Clerk had received an email today from Alison Evans stating that there are three defective street lamps at Puncheston. Lamp 803/412 at St Mary’s Church gate; lamp 803/420 at Dyfed and lamp 803/403 at Smyrna Vestry. However lamp 803/403 is working tonight. Lamps 803/412 and 803/420 to be reported to the Service Line.
(c) Dewi Lewis reported that there were trees overhanging the highway at Kilos Kane, Trecwn. The Clerk to request that Scleddau Community Council take up the matter with Pembs County Council
