CONCERNS REGARDING PLAY AREA IN ROBESTON WATHEN

After discussion with the other trustees, these were the concerns raised:-

1. Health & Safety issues.

2. Who would be responsible for the maintenance of this  play area.

3. Loss of parking space.

4. Cost of Insurance.
5. Permission from the Church in Wales ( there are 6 years left on the lease).

6. The number of children in the village is less than 10 in total.

7. The area behind the Hall has a backdrop, which is a potential danger.

Mrs. I. James thanked Ms. S. Harry for her attendance and stated that her comments had been noted and that this enquiry was only considered as a possibility.
Mr. R. Lewis stated that a possible site earmarked for a 26 dwelling development in the future, would include a play area for children.

The Hall Committee will be responsible for the security of the Wi Fi. It was decided that this request should be granted.

OMBUDSMAN REPORT

There are two specific roles of the Ombudsman:-
1. To consider complaints about public services in Wales.

2. To ensure members of local authorities do not break the Code of Conduct.

The type of bodies the Ombudsman can look into:-

1. Local Government.

2. NHS ( including GPs and Dentists).

3. Registered social landlords e.g. housing association.

4. Welsh Government, with its sponsored bodies.

Included in proposals for a Draft Bill for the Ombudsman are:-

1. Ability to accept oral complaints.

2. Ability to undertake own initiative on investigations.
3. Ability to consider complaints about private hospitals, where a patient’s 

pathway has involved private/public care providers.

4. Complaints standards authority role.

Mrs. M. Bradley has  spoken  to Rachel Green from County Hall, Pembrokeshire, to enquire about the latest update concerning the issue at Darklands.  Rachel Green and a colleague are visiting the site today to monitor the progress of this situation and will update Mrs. M. Bradley with their action.

LETTER TO MR. RIDGE
A letter has been sent to Mr. W. Ridge, concerning the use of Llawhaden Playing Field. It has been agreed that Narberth Rugby Club are welcome to use this field for future matches next season. The Club has agreed to lay gravel at the entrance to the field and behind the goal posts for parking, also a measure of traffic control will be put in place for future matches and training.
With these improvements, the community will not suffer any future  problems with traffic congestion and safety to the community is paramount.
