MATTERS ARISING

Cotts Road Flooding
Cllr Julian George met with PCC representatives at Cotts Road.  They advised that sediment was getting into the drains and that it would be better to lay a pipe across the field, which belongs to Skye Farm,  rather than have the drain discharge into the field.  They will hold discussions with Chris Darlingon and advise Julian of the progress.

Caravan on PCC Meadow

A number of residents expressed concern that the Caravan on PCC Meadow had now been parked there for over 12 months.  The Clerk advised the Council that she had contacted PCC to ask why the caravan had not yet been moved despite the enforcement order.   PCC promised to get an update and report back.
