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PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 26th March 2014 at Puncheston School at 7.30 p m.

1. Apologies

There were no apologies as all members were present.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 26th February 2014 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes

(a) COMMUNITY COUNCIL WEBSITE. The Clerk and Mrs Alison Evans had successfully completed the Town and Community Councils Website Training Course and Puncheston Community Council now has its own website. All Members names are shown on the ‘Contacts’ list and the e-mail address for each Member is shown as punchestoncc@btinternet.com . Mrs Alison Evans and Mrs Anne Thomas stated that they wished to have their personal e-mail addresses shown in the ‘Contacts’ list. The website can be accessed at http://www.pembstcc.co.uk/home and then selecting from the list of Community Councils or selecting from the North East section of the map.

(b) LITTLE NEWCASTLE NOTICEBOARD. The Clerk reported that he had requested Mr Kevin Francis, Castlebythe, carpenter to carry out the necessary repairs to the Little Newcastle Notice Board. However Mrs Alison Evans had informed him yesterday that she had carried out the necessary repairs. He had therefore cancelled the request made to Mr Francis.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) POTHOLE. On 10th March Mr Wyn Williams had reported a large pothole on the Puncheston to Llanychaer road near Fagwrfran East. The Clerk had reported this to the Service Line on 10/3/14.
(b) DEFECTIVE STREET LAMPS. On 20th March Mrs Alison Evans had reported that street lamp 804/3014, near the speed limit signs on the Trecwn road, Little Newcastle had lost its Perspex cover. The Clerk had reported this to the Service Line on 21/3/14. There is also a defective street lamp, with no number, at Cornel Bach, SA63 4TJ. This is to be reported to the Service Line.
(c) FLY TIPPING. On 20th March Mrs Alison Evans had reported the fly tipping of four tyres at the County Council road chippings storage area on the Little Newcastle to Trecwn road. The Clerk had reported this to the Service line on 21/3/14 and the matter had been dealt with on that day.
(d) LITTER. There is a large amount of litter on the Letterston to Puncheston road. This is to be reported to the Service Line.

(e) C3009 ROAD. Following the repairs carried out to the C3009 Puncheston to Morvil road at the end of February/beginning of March a large section has been left with only loose stones and passing traffic is scattering these stones over the carriageway. The Clerk is to report this to Mr Robert Evans, Highways Asset Manager, Pembs County Council and to request that this section be made good.
5. Planning.
(a) Pembs CC 13/0025/PA. Official confirmation received that planning permission has been refused for the erection of two wind turbines (hub height 32.5m, tip height 47.5m) at Llys Y Defaid, LETTERSTON, SA62 5TP.
