c. Griffiths Yard – off Rosemary Lane[AL].


Concern was expressed at the extent and height of waste materials being 

stored at the site.  It was not clear as to present conditions relating to the site but it was suggested that PCC –Planning be asked to visit the site.  SY will request that this be done.
d. Display Board – Withybush East Estate.[GSE]


This board on the south side of the entrance to this area sets out all 

occupants and locations.  Unfortunately it is not placed where it can be readily seen and is overgrown.   It is suggested that the board be removed to the North Side of the entrance where it would be readily seen and would also remove the need for traders random notices presently displayed.

e. Welsh School – Withybush Road.[AL]

Concern was expressed as to the safety of children who may walk to school when the new school is opened in 2018. 
It was considered that a bridge or tunnel should be provided to cross the A.40[T[]. 
SY stated that there would be a number of measures put in place for the safety of children having to cross the road.

f. Road side seat – Cardigan Road[DL]


The seat is in need of attention.   It was agreed that the seat be inspected.
