A response from the Council was made by the 5th July 2017, after which the Consultants would be making formal planning application on behalf of Puffin Produce.

It was noted however that groundworks in preparation for the first building and subsequent building, had largely been completed.  It was also of note that the framework of the new building had already started on the 10th July 2017.

Members were concerned at the impact this development would have on Rosemary Lane due to the height of the buildings largely obscuring the skyline in due course.

It was acknowledged that the construction was now ongoing even though formal planning permission has not been notified.

It was considered that Puffin Produce should be approached, in due course, for financial assistance with other projects in the community.
