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AMBLESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Ambleston Community Council was held on Monday 28th April 2014 at the Memorial Hall, Woodstock commencing at 8.0 p m.
Present were:-  Mrs Anne James (Vice Chairman) Messrs Bryn Vaughan, John Griffiths, Kevin Morris, Alun Vaughan, Councillor David Howlett, Pembs County Council and the Clerk.

1. Apologies.

There were no apologies. In the absence of Mr Julian Harries (Chairman) Mrs Anne James took the chair.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) COMMUNITY COUNCIL WEBSITE. E-mail received from the Web Development Team, Pembs County Council advising that the website for Ambleston Community Council is now live at www.pembstcc.co.uk/ambleston-community-council. The Hosting Agreement was signed by the Chairman. The agreement authorises Pembs County Council to transfer the grant allocated to Ambleston Community Council to the county council.

(b) INSURANCE QUOTATION. An insurance quotation for £190.28 had been received from AON. Renewal of insurance to be discussed at the May meeting.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) The Clerk reported that the highway matters previously reported had been attended to.
(b) POTHOLES. A pothole on the Penlan to New House Cross Roads road and a pothole on the B4329 at Woodstock near the entrance to Berllan near the hatched area in the centre of the carriageway to be reported to Pembs County Council.
5. Planning.

There were no items of planning.
6. Annual Accounts 2013/14.
The Clerk reported on an end of year balance of £2,699.57. Community Account balance was £2,493.96. Business Saver Account balance was £205.61 which includes £0.12 interest. Precept received was £2,200.00, VAT repayment £12.00, Wayleaves payment of £220.80. Expenditure totalled £1,822.11 with only £30.00 in charitable donations. Clerk’s salary £1,300.00, Clerk’s expenses £28.74, Insurance £243.80, One Voice Wales (OVW) membership £38.00, OVW Conference Fee £55.00, Hire of Hall £55.00, Audit Fee £72.00.

7A. Annual Audit.
(a) The audit date has been set at 24th June 2014 with records being made available to the electors from 27th May to 23rd June.

(b) The Accounting Statements had been completed to correspond to the Annual Accounts report and was approved. This was then signed by the Chairman and Clerk.

(c) The Annual Governance Statement was discussed and completed.

(d) It was proposed by Kevin Morris, seconded by Alun Vaughan and agreed to ask Mr David Weatherburn, Tŷ’r Ardd, Lower Wallis to act as our Internal Auditor.
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7B. Annual Risk Assessment.
Members agreed that there was adequate insurance cover, with Fidelity Guarantee cover of up to £25,000. There must be two signatories to every cheque with the cheque stubs being initialled by the signatories. The Clerk does not sign cheques. The Internal Auditor is completely independent of the Community Council.

8. Correspondence.
(a) PRECEPT 2014/15. The Clerk reported that the first instalment of £734.00 had been paid into the Community Council’s bank account via BACS.
(b) ONE VOICE WALES (OVW) MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL. Alun Vaughan declared an interest being a member of the OVW Pembs Area Committee. It was proposed by John Griffiths, seconded by Kevin Morris and agreed to pay £39.00 based on 148 dwellings at 26.8 pence per dwelling.
(c) The OVW Pembs Area Committee was held on Tuesday 15th April and was attended by John Griffiths and Alun Vaughan.

(d) DYFED POWYS POLICE (D-PP). E-mail received from Police Community Support Officer (PCSO) Jude Parr with information regarding D-PP website and newsletter and notices received of PCSO ‘surgery’ dates. These notices have been placed on the Memorial Hall Notice Board.
(e) PLANED. Numerous flyers received advertising various events.
(f) It was agreed not to give financial support to Radio Beca.

9. Any Other Business.
(a) It was agreed to write to Pembs County Council stating that the Community Council was disappointed to learn of the county council’s decision not to open the Last Invasion Tapestry Gallery or the Tourist Information Centre over the Easter Holiday weekend. This undermines the work being undertaken by Cllr Pugh the Pembs County Council Cabinet member for Regeneration. Volunteers could surely have been found to supervise these centres. Copies of the letter to be sent to Cllrs Pugh and Howlett and to Fishguard and Goodwick Town Council.
(b) WALLIS POND. There is once more a build up of silt in the pond. The meeting was reminded that the sluice gate has not yet been repaired partly due to the wet weather last year. The Clerk reported that an officer from PLANED has been in touch with the Graziers Association regarding setting up a project that could generate funding which would enable work to be carried out on the pond.
(c) BROAD BAND SCHEME. Work should be completed this week. 102 households within the area have joined the scheme. Anyone else who may be interested should contact Cllr Howlett regarding funding available from the Welsh Government.

(d) AMBLESTON NOTICE BOARD. The interior cork backing has deteriorated and needs to be replaced. It was agreed to ask Mr Kevin Francis, carpenter to carry out the work.

There being no further business the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.50 p m.
