Other Business
i. Proposed pedestrian/cycle access to Rosemary lane/Withybush from 






Ashford Park.[ND].
Concern was expressed as to the impact the proposed route may have upon properties on Elm Park.  It was explained that the exact route had yet to be agreed and the need to acquire land was being investigated.

It was suggested that a pavement access from the Elm Park junction to the Rosemary Lane junction would achieve the same goal and would potentially give greater access for cyclists . It would also lessen the unpaved area between the  new footpath to Haverfordwest and the main inhabited part of the community. The cost of this alternative has not been assertained at this stage for comparison with the eventual cost of the proposed route.

ii. Milk Tankers – Poyston/Airfield road [AL]

This area continued to be used by milk tankers for transferring loads between vehicles for onward transportation. It was considered that this was a commercial activity and should be subject to planning permission. 

SY stated that Enforcement Officers of PCC Planning had visited the site and were satisfied that all milk originated from the one farm and that formal permission was not therefore required.
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iii. Footpath -  rear of PCC depot Withybush.[DL]

This footpath leading, to Withybush Woods has become waterlogged and potentially dangerous.

SY stated that PCC had now attended to the problem.  
The matter to be reviewed at the November meeting of this Council after inspection had been made.

The meeting closed at 8.45pm.
