Confirmed minutes of meeting held by Amroth Community Council on Thursday 20 July 2017

Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 22 June 2017 were agreed, proposed by Cllr R. Harries and seconded by Cllr P Davies and signed by Cllr. S Phillips following meeting. 
Outstanding issues to be addressed:-   
1. Replacement Clerk.
Unfortunately the replacement clerk had not been able to accept the post due to unfortunate and unforeseen personal circumstances.  Vic Dennis confirmed that he would continue in post until 1st Sep 2017. Ms. Heather Jones was identified as a suitable candidate following the recent recruitment exercise and has accepted the post of Clerk and will commence on 1st Sep 2017.
2. Tenby and Saundersfoot Community First Responders.

 The Clerk has written to Tenby and Saundersfoot Community First Responders offering a donation of £1800 as a contribution towards the provision of 3 defibrillators, 1 in each Hall and one to be situated in a business premises in Amroth village. Cllr. P. Davies confirmed that the New Inn was delighted to have a defibrillator sited at their premises and this would complement the other new defibrillator recently sited at the Osborne Shop.
3. Vehicle activated signs Summerhill. 
PCC traffic management has provided comprehensive information and Cllr. S.Phillips had provided additional information from another supplier and this had been circulated widely.  
It was agreed that the Clerk obtain alternative prices for 1 or 2 units from Sunset Solar, the preferred option.  Also the Clerk to check with PCC traffic management whether they have any objections to the Sunset Solar Units which can be sourced locally.  A final decision will be made at the September meeting.  It had previously been agreed that as well as the site originally agreed in Summerhill that there would be 2 other sites in Amroth village and Pleasant Valley.
The Clerk is to contact PCC traffic management regarding the countywide speed review and the extension at Summerhill would form part of that.  It was also agreed that the 2 30mph speed limits should be joined to cover the whole of Pleasant Valley.  
4. Signage on A477: 
Following the previous letter from the Welsh Government the Clerk is to reply pointing out that the WG had referred to the wrong junction in their reply to the original letter from ACC.  

It was agreed that Cllr. J. James will raise the placement of reflect strips on the end of the wall by either entrance with the Llanteg Village Hall committee.
In relation to the brown information sign on A477, County Cllr. T. Baron has a meeting of the leader funding tomorrow and he will get forms from PLANED and ask one of the animators to assist the Clerk in completing an application for the Chair to sign.  The bid could also include the interactive interpretative boards elsewhere in the Community. 
5. Litter Bins:
The Clerk met with PCC Environmental Service supervisor Mr Nick Young to discuss the provision of litter bins.  PCC agreed to site a second bin in the car park at Amroth and one at the bus stop in Summerhill.  These have been done and there are plans to site 2 bins either side of the A477 in the Lay bys on A477 near Bangeston and Foxes Walk.  
6. Parking in Summerhill Estate: 
The caravan had been removed from the Summerhill Estate.  
7. Pembrokeshire Tourism: Best Dog Friendly Beach categories of the Dog Friendly Pembrokeshire Tourism Awards.
The Clerk has contacted Pembrokeshire Tourism and they have agreed to email a copy of the Best Dog Friendly Beach award certificate as soon as the member of staff returns form annual leave on 24 July 2017. 
8. Training modules for new councillors.
A free planning training workshop was held in Haverfordwest on 3rdJuly 2017. Cllrs. S. Phillips, P. Davies, R. Harries and M. Megarry attended the training. Councillors were disappointed with the quality of the training.
Cllr. R. Harries and Cllr. S. Phillips are due to attend training on Understanding the Law on 25th July 2017.
The Monitoring Officer at PCC has offered to deliver Code of Conduct Training to a cluster of Community Councils if we wished to partake of it.  The Clerk is to contact other local Community Councils to organise a joint event.
9. Good Councillor Guide 
  The Clerk has yet contact PALC to obtain 10 further copies. 
10. 2017 Elections: 
The responses from 2 people who wish to be considered for the vacant Community Council Seat had been circulated.  It was agreed to co-opt Mr. Martin Morris to Community Council post for the Crunwere Ward. 
11. Disabled access to promenade is a long way from the parking bay.  
There is a closer parking space available but it is not deemed a disabled parking bay. The Clerk to contact Marc Owen at PCC. 

12. Seat at the top of the slip. 
Following the meeting of the Clerk and Nick Young PCC it was established that the bench had not been placed by PCC or ACC however following the placement of this bench it did leave an exact space for another bench in between and Nick Young had said that PCC had agreed already agreed to replace the damaged wooden bench that had been removed earlier in the year. It was agreed that PCC could place the bench there.
13. New memorial seat donation.  
The clerk has written to Mr Roger Bentley.
14. Signage for the Ironman Wales event in September.  
The signage from the eastern approach to Amroth village was insufficient during the Ironman weekend.  The signage should commence at Pendine Church and say “Access to Amroth village only, The road beyond is closed, Businesses are open as usual in Amroth”.  There was a further suggestion by Cllr. R.Harries that a one way system be considered around the triangle of the old school, the castle and the Amroth Arms whilst the road to Summerhill is closed. It was agreed that the Clerk contact Marc Owen at PCC and discuss. Marc Owen is currently on leave however there is a meeting regarding the Ironman on 27th July 2017 in County Hall that the Clerk will attend.

15. One Voice Wales

Cllr. S. Phillips had raised previously that ACC should reconsider its membership of One Voice Wales.  It was agreed that ACC should reconsider their membership before May 2018 when the membership of PALC expires.  In the meantime Cllr. B. James shared that the website was readily available and contained extensive information. 
County Councillor T. Baron  
PCC Chair, Cllr. Paul Harries has invited Amroth Community Council to County Hall along with 3 other CCs at the same time. There will be a number of officers there to address questions. The Clerk is to write to Cllr Harries to accept the offer and arrange a date.
Cllr. T. Baron had received a document outlining Sustainable Wales by the Welsh Government.  It contained interesting references to drainage and sewerage including a suggestion for unified sewerage regulations. Cllr. T. Baron to forward to Clerk and Clerk will circulate. 

The road from Llanteg to Amroth is unsuitable for caravans and there should be a sign at the junction towards the old Zoar Chapel warning that the road is unsuitable. Clerk to contact PCC. 

· There had been a robust debate in the County Council chamber earlier today regarding the Memorandum of Understanding between Pembrokeshire College and PCC regarding post 16 education. Councillors were concerned that if the MOU was signed as presented that it could be the end of 6th form provision in Pembrokeshire schools, Cllr. Baron blamed the cuts made by the WG and reported that arts and music was under threat in schools. He encouraged members to write to the Director of Education if they were concerned.  He further reported that Pembrokeshire was a net contributor of business rates to Cardiff.  This meant that if schools provision was increased in the County, the County will be paying  more business rates.
The clerk was instructed to write to the Director of Education and express the Councils wish to keep 6th form provision within the PCC Education department.

The main purpose of the workshop is for the Welsh Government to raise awareness of geological disposal and its proposals for community engagement ahead of a consultation.  Although the Welsh Government has adopted a policy for the geological disposal of Higher Activity Waste - this does not mean that a GDF will necessarily be built in Wales or that the Welsh Government will seek to have a GDF built in Wales.  Our policy is clear: a GDF will only be built in Wales if a community is prepared to host it. The workshops will be on Tuesday 19 September in the National Waterfront Museum, Swansea.
3. 13th Conference and Annual General Meeting of One Voice Wales
The conference will be held on Saturday 30th September 2017 at the Royal Welsh Showground, Llanelwedd, Builth Wells, LD2 3SY.
﻿The Minister Mark Drakeford will be the key note speaker and will update us on developments relating to Local Government Reform for our sector.

 The Pembrokeshire review will commence on 31 July.

 Prior to the commencement of the review, Mr Ceri Stradling, the Lead Commissioner, and Mr Matthew Redmond, Deputy Chief Executive, of the Boundary Commission would like to make a presentation to representatives of Town and Community Councils to explain the process for the forthcoming boundary review.
