Chair’s welcome
The Chair welcomed Cllr M Morris to his first meeting.
Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 21st September were agreed, proposed by Cllr R. Harries and seconded by Cllr P Davies and signed by Cllr. S Phillips following completion of the meeting. 
Outstanding issues to be addressed from the minutes

1. Defibrillators
The training session by Tenby and Saundersfoot Community First Responders who had arranged a training/demonstration on 1st October 2017 @ 7 p.m. in Llanteg Village Hall had been excellent. However, it highlighted the fact that as well as training on use of Defibrillators it was essential that CPR training was also given as it was important for patients to receive this while the defibrillator was being made ready for use on the patient. Two further defibrillator training sessions had been arranged Wednesday 25/10/17 in the afternoon and Thursday 26/10/17 in the evening @ Amroth Hall, Summerhill. Further details were available from Cllr Mary Megarry. All the councillors agreed that it was essential that the location of the defibrillators in the community be widely advertised. Tenby and Saundersfoot Community First Responders had been approached to organise CPR training sessions, details to follow when arranged. 

Agreed
That newspaper and newsletters be asked to publicise that defibrillators were in Amroth Parish Hall, Summerhill; in Llanteg Village Hall; at The New Inn, Amroth and the Osborne Shop in Amroth.

2. Vehicle activated signs Summerhill. 
Councillors were very disappointed that approximately 10 of the required 30 m.p.h. signs were currently missing in Pleasant Valley.

Agreed

That a decision on vehicle Activated Signs (V A S) be postponed until Pembrokeshire County Council’s review of County Speed Limits, especially in Summerhill and Pleasant Valley was completed.
3. Horse Chestnut Tree Pleasant Valley.

  Pembrokeshire County Council, (Barry Magee) had visited the site and declared the tree to be unsound. Councillors had obtained the following quotes for work: -
1. Roscoe Tree Services to remove the tree but not clear the site £480.00 plus VAT

2. Carl Diggit remove the tree and clear site £480.00 ..vat exempt.

3. Dan Badham trim the tree and remove branches £350.00 plus £600.00 to carve the remaining stripped trunk to reflect that it had been planted for Queen Elizabeth’s Silver Jubilee.

Resolved 

That the preferred option was to trim the tree, remove the branches and carve the stripped trunk to reflect that it had been planted for Queen Elizabeth’s Silver Jubilee, but to keep the total cost, less vat , to under £1000.00.
4. Japanese Knotweed
Councillors reported seeing Japanese Knotweed in various parts of the community

Resolved

That the Clerk contact Pembrokeshire County Council again to ascertain correct reporting/resolving procedure.
5. Pebble/stone removal from Amroth Beach
There had been more incidents of this illegal act, reported to Community Councillors and passed on to Pembrokeshire County Council legal department. The advice from Pembrokeshire County Council was for members of the public not to approach the felons but to note the incident, with details/descriptions of the vehicles and people involved and report it directly to Pembrokeshire County Council, legal department.

Resolved
a) That newspapers and local newsletters be asked to advertise that members of the public were requested not to approach the felons but to note the incident, with details/descriptions of the vehicles and people involved and report it directly to Pembrokeshire County Council , legal department.
b) That the Community Council’s request for signs should be installed warning members of the public of the illegality of the act and the fine to be imposed be reiterated

c) That County Councillor Baron pursue the matter and possible resolution.

6. Dog Pooh Bins
  Following the site visit on Tuesday 26/9/17 regarding locations of Dog Pooh Bins, the Clerk had obtained the following 3 quotes:-

It was decided that the Glasden dispenser was the preferred as it was likely to last longer and be more aesthetically pleasing. Local businesses had agreed to contribute £150.00 towards the dog pooh sacks.

Resolved

That the Clerk order 3 Red retriever City sack dispensers from Glasden and 3000 dog Pooh bags.

7. County Councillor Baron’s report
1. Boundary Commission review.
 The proposal was designed to readjust some boundaries of wards in Pembrokeshire to balance the number of inhabitants in the wards, without disrupting community spirit and residents. The average size was intended to be 1523 residents by 2022 plus the possibility of increasing County Councillors to 62 from 60. It was currently at the first response stage to be followed by consultation; response; consultation then decision. County Councillors were in favour of, to reduce costs to the electorate, reducing county councillors to 54. The current suggestion was to amalgamate Amroth with north Saundersfoot. Ultimately the decision would be made by the Welsh Office.

2. Kerb Side Recycling
The proposal of 3 weekly kerb side recycling was intended to meet recycling targets of 64% by 2020 and 75% by 2025 and avoid hefty fines. With the introduction of Kerb Side recycling would come the offer of a grant for Pembrokeshire County Council to be able to replace and update their old stock refuse collection vehicles. Currently no decision had been made and it was a very emotive subject for the County Councillors as residents maybe extremely inconvenienced with the introduction of the new suggested Kerb Side Recycling collection periods.
3. Llanteg Village Road Crossing
    County Cllr Baron reported that he had received presentation form residents of Llanteg stating that the village was split in two by the A477 and lack of pedestrian crossing areas. Community councillors stated that at the very least there should be an island in the middle of the road to give pedestrians a chance to cross, what is a very busy and fast road, in two attempts. However, this fell under the purview of South Wales Trunk Road Agency (SWTRA).
4. Trelessy Road

 The verges had been encroaching onto the road for some time and Pembrokeshire County Council had agreed to excavate the verge, put in a passing bay and widen the road.

A galvanised sculpture of a fish would be erected on Amroth sea front to publicise the incredible amount of plastic waste polluting seas and harming sea life.
