A formal consultation will take place later in the year which is a legal requirement prior to any change being made to a Parking Order. This will allow the Community Council and local residents to comment on the proposal.

Matters arising from previous minutes;

1. Extending the 30mph speed limit on the C3014 (Summerhill) and installing Vehicle Activated signs (VAS)

2. CPR Training

Tenby First Responders ran a CPR training session in Llanteg Village Hall on February 7th, 2018. The Clerk has sent the booking form for a CPR Training event to take place in Amroth Parish Hall to St Johns Ambulance and is awaiting date confirmation from them.
3. Pembrokeshire Town and Community Website

The Charity number needs to be reinstated to ensure dividend payments continue from CCLA Investment Management. The Clerk is pursuing the matter via HMRC and the Charity Commission

County Councillors Report
· Cllr Tony Baron reported that funding for The Clean Seas project had been approved by Pembrokeshire Local Action Group. 

· Road resurfacing will take place at Crosslands Rd in Llanteg (U6391) and on the C3014 Amroth to Telpyn road, starting in new fiscal year. It may cause some disruption.

· A meeting of PCC Cabinet has recommended a 12.5% rise in Council Tax.  This increase, if agreed by full council, will help reduce the enormous pressure on the schools budget. Even with the increase, the Council Tax in Pembrokeshire is still the lowest in Wales. The Council are planning to spread the payment period over 12 months rather than the current 10 to help reduce the monthly financial impact on households.
· PCC Overview and Scrutiny Committee have reviewed the proposed changes to waste collections. Their recommendation is to start kerbside recycling to avoid a potential £560,000 fine by the Welsh Government which will be imposed if Pembrokeshire does not meet their recycling targets. Black bags will go to 3 weekly collections but with some concessions. Glass will go weekly and there will be an increase in the amount of plastic recycling. 
Councillors reported that there is still confusion as to what can be collected for recycling. There is no standard across Wales. Each Council has its own system which makes it confusing for visitors to the county although waste from holiday homes is classed as trade waste.  
Councillors also expressed concern about a possible increase in fly tipping and vermin. Evidence from other areas already using a 3 weekly system shows low rates of fly tipping and more robust containers are to be supplied to deter vermin
· Pembrokeshire Lottery are starting to give out business grants in addition to business loans

Agreed; The Chairman and Vice-Chairman will attend.
3. The Clerk has received donation requests from Friends of Narberth Library and from the Paul Sartori Hospice at Home Service. Agreed; Councillors agreed that both organisations do good work, however had previously resolved only to support causes within the Community Council area. Clerk to write to both organisations with the Councils regrets.
4. Public Protection PCC 
PCC Public protection have written asking for a letter of support to be addressed to Cabinet member for Environment and Rural Affairs, Lesley Griffiths AM regarding additional resource for sustainable dog control and welfare. Lack of funding and manpower in PCC means that the dog warden can no longer respond to dog fouling complaints from Councils such as ourselves which may seriously impact the Blue Flag status of county beaches. Agreed; to send letter of support as requested. Councillors also asked Cllr Tony Baron to table a question on reintroducing dog licencing to the full council, a move that would bring in significant revenue to support dog control. Wales could lead on this issue as it did with charging for plastic bags. 
5. An email has been received from Mr and Mrs Kelvin and Cathy Thomas objecting to any funding by ACC for the proposed sculpture entitled ‘Clean Seas Pledge’ on the grounds that there are better local causes to spend the money on. Agreed; the expenditure was approved three years ago with support from Amroth Parish Hall Committee. Financial support has also been agreed with Saundersfoot Community Council and recently approved by Pembrokeshire Local Action Group
