Minutes.
The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 22 January 2018 and the Planning Meeting held on 12 February 2018 had been circulated to members. 

Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings.


1. Treasurer’s Report.  The Treasurer reported that the bank balance at 13 February 2018 was £10,302.64 and 3 of the cheques issued at the last meeting haven’t yet been presented.
2. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies. Mr Skeels reported that the main topic at the recent Lamphey Village Hall meeting was the defibrillator. Mr Parfitt reported that Community groups had collected rubbish from Freshwater East beach and are awaiting collection by PCC. He also reported some of the items discussed at the recent FESCA meeting which are included as items 9-12 of this meeting. He also reported on a recent advisory group meeting held in the PCNPA offices at Llanion Park and the details of which are:-

The 'Boatmans/Fishermans Club' and 'Swimpembrokeshire' will liaise to delineate the likely location of  old/abandoned moorings, and the information will be included on 'Swimpembrokeshire's' webpage and swimmers waterside safety talks. A possible scuba survey of these dangers and there location and/or removal may be possible in the future. Discussed additional signage to reduce parking/waiting on slipway, and non boating car access to beach.  PCNPA are to imminently reinstall fresh copies of existing beach/water safety information in the noticeboard at the slipway.  PCNPA tabled copy of an official signage warning against dog fouling, which is to be installed at burrows/beach entrances. Discussed the replacement of missing 'life ring' and 'torpedo', but concluded their statistical ineffectiveness and the danger of encouraging/facilitating untrained rescuers to enter the water. Discussed the installation of a kayak storage rack at the top of the slipway to reduce launching/retrieval vehicle traffic.  This will be reconsidered in the future when 
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building works are completed on overlooking housing, which will hopefully provide more neighbour/overlooking security  'Swimpembrokeshire' & 'Coastcare' to liaise and loan equipment & safety/logistics information, for 'Swimpembrokeshire' own beach clean event. 

3. Review of Highway safety in the 3 Villages.  Mr Ridout gave Members a hand out. Mrs Hodgson asked Members to check the minutes of the Multi Agency meeting and report back to the next meeting.A discussion took place on ongoing parking problems at Lamphey School. Mr Skeels stated that on one occasion today it was impossible for pedestrians to walk on the pavement at this location. He suggested railings could be installed to try to alleviate this ongoing problem. Mr Tunstall suggested the installation of a road crossing and the attendance of a traffic warden. An email has also been received from Mr I Richards 2 Cleggars Park on this issue. 
Resolved.  Letters be sent to PCC and Dyfed-Powys Police expressing concerns of the Community Council. Mrs Hodgson arrange a site meeting with Mr John Price from PCC.
4. Bursary Update. The applications so far for a bursary have been received from the following with the amounts payable as per the conditions laid down:-

Resolved.  The 4 applications for a bursary were approved with formal quotations needed subject to PCC finalising how payments were to be made.
Proposed by Mr Ridout and seconded by Mr Parfitt and agreed by all Members.

5. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting. There were no training sessions or meetings attended by Members since the January 2018 monthly meeting.
6. Code of Conduct Training. Mr Tunstall indicated that the best day for holding such a training session at the Longhouse was a Friday evening and this information was emailed to Claire Jones the Monitoring Officer at PCC who replied that a Friday evening wasn’t the best day to hold the training. Mr Ridout stated that such a training course should not be held on licensed premises, 
Resolved.  Claire be asked if the training could be carried out on Wednesday the 4th of April 2018 in Lamphey Village Hall in the afternoon.
7.Risk Assessment.  Mr Ridout has minor adjustments to carry out to this document and will present the final document to the March 2018 monthly meeting.
8. Planning:-

1) Provision of replacement flat roof to pitched roof including external cladding 73, Trewent Park, Freshwater East – NP/17/0692/FUL – Planning permission has been granted.

2) 1X Sycamore fell, 1X Sycamore-prune branches overhanging property & crown lift trees on driveway Thornbank, Freshwater East – NP/17/0712/TPO -Planning permission has been granted. 
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3) Demolish existing dwelling & erect a replacement dwelling Thackagate, Freshwater East – NP/18/0099/FUL.

Resolved. No objection be made.

9. Mains water supply in Freshwater East.  A letter has been received from FESCA regarding properties in Freshwater East still being supplied through an old asbestos pipe along the side of Chapel Lane. The mains water pipe has recently been renewed from Lamphey to the junction going down to Lake and from there on properties are supplied via the old asbestos pipe and there have been problems in the past with the water pressure. Mr Parfitt also gave his support on this matter.
Resolved. A letter be sent to DCWW asking them to investigate and reply direct to FESCA with a copy to the Community Council.
10. Verges between Lamphey and Freshwater East. Mr Parfitt commented on the state of the verges on this road and the meeting was informed that PCC had recently carried out remedial work to these verges.
11. Traffic calming in Freshwater East. A letter has been received from FESCA regarding speeding in this area at certain times of the day. Mr Parfitt also gave his support on this matter.
Resolved. A copy of this letter be emailed to Mrs Hodgson so that she take this matter up with PCC.
12. To re establish the Voluntary Warden as a Member of the Advisory Committee. This matter was discussed.
Resolved.  It was decided that there was no need for a Voluntary Warden to be a Member of this Committee as there is already a representative from PCNPA.
13. Over 60s Christmas Lunch. Mr Skeels stated that providing a Christmas Lunch for the over 60s should be reinstated and coffee mornings could be held to raise funds and Mr Tunstall stated that he will give a generous discount. A working party of 2-3 members could be formed.
 14. Terms of Reference for the Advisory Committee. It was agreed to defer this matter to the March 2018 monthly meeting.
15.Request for Financial Assistance. A request for financial assistance has been received from Paul Sartori Hospice at Home.
16. The next meeting of Lamphey Community Council will be held on Monday 26 March 2018 at 7PM in Lamphey Village Hall.
