1. Premier Inn Planning Application

Anne Hirst attended the meeting to discuss her concerns about planning application NP/18/0051/OUT. She is unhappy about the Premier Inn application to come into St. Davids.  Premier Inn has a central buying policy and will not bring business locally and it alters the costs of rooms according to occupancy.    The building will be visible at the gateway to historic St. Davids and will be three storeys with 63 bedrooms.  Anne approves of the housing development but not the hotel as the joint application is on a green field site which should be used for housing only.  Mathry is one of the areas where residents could apply for housing and the housing development will take place whether or not the hotel is approved.   
Cllr. Jill Morgan confirmed that the Community Land Trust is neutral about the Premier Inn application.   A swimming pool is to be discussed at the next CLT meeting on the 19th April.  This is not dependent on the Premier Inn application.   There is a local view that the Premier Inn might bring more people to St. Davids.
Cllr. Jill Morgan proposed that Mathry Community Council objects to the application on the grounds of amenity, size and location. Seconded by Cllr. David Raymond.   All in favour.
2. One Way System
Desri Davidson from the Farmers Arms public house attended the meeting to bring her concerns to the Community Council.   Several vehicles are going the wrong way down the one way and it is getting worse – two or three times a day.   Desri will keep a diary of any vehicles she sees and will discuss the situation with the Police.  The Community Council will also write to the police expressing their concerns.  C Cllr. Neil Prior has arranged for a Pembs County Council Officer from Highways to attend the next meeting in April.  Cllr. A Price had left a proposal for a new traffic system for discussion.
