Feedback of GDPR meeting attended by CllR K Bradney May 2018
In attending the recent GDPR meeting in Haverfordwest arranged by PCC to assist other Councils it became obvious that most people are confused and unsure as to how the Act should be introduced at a local level.

Its introduction is mainly directed at businesses that gather, retain and use information on people.

The General Principles are:

1.         Limits on the amount of Information and its purpose.

2.         Accuracy and Confidentiality.

3.         Storage and Accountability.

There are six legal grounds on which a breach/ defence might occur:

1. Consent.

2. Legal Obligation

3. Vital Interest

4. Public Interest

5. Contract

6. Legitimate Interest.                             

In relation to our Council advice is as follows:

                Destroy as much paperwork after use as possible.

                E-Mail status is okay between clerks and councillors. 

                Petitions are fine if they are clear and unambiguous.

                Create a register of information held. Review and update as necessary

                Create a privacy policy.

                Monitor the Web site.

1 Voice Wales are currently looking at possible exemptions for small councils.

There appears to be no rush to apply systems as PCC are setting up a department to deal. Jo Hendy is running the operations at present and will be the ‘enforcement Officer’ should complaints be made.

£40 registration fee was due on 25th May 2018. There does not seem to be a rush to register.

Fines could be up to 4% of GDP if found guilty of a breach.

I do not believe that we will be affected by this Act to any Great degree as we do not collect and retain details of local people in the course of general Council activity.
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
