b.         PRECEPT 2018/19.
The PCC advised that all future Community Election expenses would be recharged to  individual communities. [see corrs]
It was estimated that the average cost – based on the 2017 election – would amount to £5765.79 for a contested election and to £255.86 for a
non-contested election.  This would require a provision of £1200pa where elections are held every 5years.
The Council considered this matter and resolved to make an annual provision of £1200 in it’s budget plans.

It was decided not to increase the Precept for 2017/18 determined by the Council at it’s December meeting, but to make provision, at this stage, from reserve funds in respect of 2017/18 and 2018/19.

In future years it will become a matter to be considered in  annual budget plans.

i.  Elderly at Christmas-BG
Concern was expressed as to the number of single elderly in the community living on their own and potentially on their own over the Christmas period.

It was agreed to establish the extent of this potential problem.

Members expressed their concerns at the potential re-establishment of this business in this location.
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iv.  Withybush Trading Area – Roads and Pavements – GSE
Attention was drawn to the condition of the pavements and roads  and the extent to which litter and growth had been allowed  to accumulate unchecked for a considerable time.

This gave a bad impression to the public and visitors to the area and also gave rise to a potential safety risk.
