It was noted that the planning application has been approved without any restriction relating to the roads and pavements being completed.
Members expressed their disappointment that no measures appear to have been taken to ensure early completion of these services.

-21.14c.            Withybush Woods.[drainage from Puffin Produce into woodland]
Huw Thomas – MD Puffin Produce Ltd explained that water run off from the existing site had been found to be partly contaminated water from processing activities and partly rain water run off from the buildings.  The latter will be discharged into a soakaway and into the woodland,  while contaminated water will be separately treated through a new treatment plant.  

Puffin are working closely  with Natural Resources Wales[NRW] to ensure that none of this water in any way contaminates the woodland area.

Puffin have undertaken to do what ever is deemed necessary to meet environmental requirements.
