Nevern Castle Guide

Dr. Chris Caple     explained that after 10 years of archaeological work, it would take 5 -6 years to publish a full write-up of the project

Proposed to produce a booklet (approx. 32 pages) within next 6 months with a summary of the findings of  Nevern Castle. This booklet would act as an informative guide to Nevern Castle visitors.
Castell Henllys Booklet and Cligerran Castle Booklets showed as examples of type of booklet envisaged.  Castell Henllys too simplistic,  Castell Cilgerran too detailed, pitch the Nevern Castle somewhere inbetween.

Chris showed  a draft booklet for Nevern Castle , all present thought it was really good and thanked Chris for his work.
A digital interactive guide would be a possibility, which could be added to over time. The Nevern Castle website can be update with information from the archaeological findings and from new construction drawings.

Strongly felt that other heritage attractions within the village should be incorporated into the guide.  (Nevern Church, Pilgrims’ Cross Celtic Cross), so to have a more complete Nevern Guide.
Tribute to Phil Bennet article in draft booklet  to be discussed again.

Funding Nevern Castle Booklet.
Chris explained that additional construction drawings and illustrations are required for the booklet, and funding is required for these. If NCC or PCNP would pay, then copyright ownership would bring in monies in any future publications.  Other drawings (e.g. from CADW library) would involve cost.
Estimated cost TO PRINT. |$ 1500 FOR 1500 COPIES  add on cost of  extras would bring the price up to  $2500 -$3000.  ( $1277 FOR 500 COPIES in Welsh)

Grants Possibly Available as follows …
· Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF)  “Our Heritage”

· Sustainable Development Fund.
· Pembrokeshire Sustainable Development grant
· Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant

· Monies remaining from original Lottery grant, as a proposed bridge construction project did not proceed.

Delun Gibby PCNP Archaeologist will lead the project of a Nevern Castle Booklet, working with NCC , Dr Chris Caple and PCNP. Will start by investigating the funding position. 
English / Welsh Version
Dr Chris Caple will write the booklet in English, with future translation to Welsh, probably to print a separate Welsh version of the booklet. Details to be discussed again.
Post Excavation
Dr Chris Caple  manages any finds from Nevern Castle, which remains NCC property.

All finds will be recorded on a spread sheet in time.

Important and interesting selection of artefacts will come back to the locality, but possibly not all as there is so much of it.

Suggested a glass cabinet outside the Village Hall which would be an accessible permanent display.
Information labelling in the cabinet inside the Hall is still awaiting Welsh translation, Delun will chase up.
