HEALTH AND SAFETY:  

Due to the health and safety issue and the need to act promptly, the Clerk asked the Mayor for permission to raise an issue at the Churchyard which is not on the Agenda.  The Clerk was given this permission.  The Clerk stated that following Storm Callum, she went down to carry out a Risk Assessment at the Churchyard on Sunday 14th October.  The Council’s Contractor had been down at the Churchyard on the Saturday and informed the Clerk that he had removed several branches of the large Leylandi in the middle of the Churchyard and a couple from the tree overhanging Church Hill.  The Clerk was concerned about the splintered branch which seems to be hanging on by threads half-way up the same large Leylandi tree and asked a tree surgeon to look at this for her and to give a price for removing the branch.  Mr Mike Plumb had quoted the Clerk £40 for its removal.
