2. Application for Boatmen and Fishermen to become a Member of this Committee. The Chair advised Members that although a previous meeting had decided not to send minutes in future to those people/groups who weren’t attending these meetings they were still Members of this Committee and as such there was no need to vote them back on. 

 
3. Report from FERN.  Mrs Tomlinson gave a report as per Appendix 1.She also stated that there was a recent incident of a dog being bitten by an adder and the dog has since recovered. Mss Morris stated that there had been a recent attack by a horse on a member of the public. Mrs Davies stated that the owner had been asked to install a fence which has been erected and PCNPA have been asked to erect suitable signage. One horse at this location has recently died.

4. Report from FESCA.  Mrs Clark gave her report as per Appendix 2. 
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5. Report from PCNPA. Mr Jones gave his report as per Appendix 3. Miss Morris asked why the paths couldn’t be cut earlier in the season and the recent cut was to a very high standard. Mr Jones stated that the priority earlier in the season was to cut the 300 public paths and the verges were to be cut at the end of the summer. Mrs Tomlinson asked why the Orchard hadn’t been cut this year and Mr Jones replied that Hadyn was dealing with this matter. Mr Parfitt asked when the boardwalk would be completed and Mr Jones replied that Hadyn would be working on this next week using materials from stock. Comments were also made about the proposed development at Trewent Bungalow. 
A working group meeting was held with Libby Taylor and Tim Jones at PCNPA’s offices at Llanion Park in Pembroke Dock on 20 July 2017 and Mr Tunstall stated that amongst the items discussed were swimmers keeping to the left hand side of the bay and boat owners keeping to the right hand side, dog fouling, no parking on the slipway and PCC should be on board with this matter. A further meeting is due to take place.

6. Terms of reference. The Chair stated that at present the Committee has no terms of reference and asked for options on whether the Committee should be retained. Mr Jones stated that PCNPA wouldn’t want to take the running of it back. Mrs Tomlinson stated that it was a way of sharing information. Mr Tunstall asked if FESCA achieved this purpose. Mr Cannon stated that it was a facility for the whole area and LCC provided a broader perspective. Mr Skeels stated that everything revolves around LCC as they make decisions on behalf of the electorates. Mrs Davies stated that it was a useful meeting for everyone to discuss items. Mr Cannon stated that if recommendations were sent to LCC and they didn’t take them up, they should state the reason why. Mrs Clark stated if a problem arose between meetings then FESCA would take this matter up with LCC.

Resolved.  This matter is already on the agenda for the September 2017 monthly meeting. The Chair stated One Voice Wales had advised that it wasn’t necessary for all Councillors to attend these meetings and a non Councillor could be Chair.
