If double yellow lines are in situ then Dyfed-Powys Police should patrol this as motorists are even parking on the zig zags.

Minutes.
Since the minutes of the September 2018 meeting hadn’t been sent to Members then these be approved at the November 2018 monthly meeting.
Agenda Items.
1. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of previous Council Meetings that are not agenda items in their own rights:- 
A) Mains water supply in FWE. The Clerk reported that that a message had been left on his telephone and he will return the call.
B) Lamphey Notice Board. Mr Skeels stated that this will be removed tomorrow and the Chair stated that all reference to the old Lamphey Community Council web address should be removed.
C) Hodgeston Notice Board. Mr Skeels stated that there is already a notice board in Hodgeston so why is another one requested.
Resolved.  Mr Purser investigate this matter.
D) Bins at Freshwater East.  A letter has been sent to PCC but to date no reply received.

E) Earlier trimmimg of hedges at Freshwater East. A reply has been received from PCC stating that their working practice is:-
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1 safety cut per year at junctions/visibility splays commencing at the end of May dependent on growth and 1 main cut per year commencing around 1st July dependent on growth. Mr Purser stated that this is unacceptable and Mr Vince also stated the same.

Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson pursue this matter.
F) The Pensions Regulator. This has been checked by the Chair and the Clerk is exempt from joining a pension scheme. 
G) Dropped kerbs on Trewent Hill. A reply has been received from PCC asking for a site meeting.
Resolved.  A copy be emailed to Mr Parfitt and Mr Purser so that a site meeting can take place and the affected lady also be in attendance.
H) Dogs on Lamphey playing field. The Chair stated that following enquiries by Mrs Hodgson the PCC dog warden has advised  that it is illegal to ban dogs unless they were a nuisance.
I) Complaint from Miss Gooch re hedge. Mr Skeels stated that that Lamphey Recreation Ground Committee has resolved this problem.
2.Treasurer’s report. The Treasurer reported that the bank balance at 13 October 2018 was £9,915.26. A copy of the income/expenditure analysis for the period April to September 2018 had been sent to Members.
3. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies.  Mrs Hodgson and Mr Skeels reported that the main topic of the recent meeting of Lamphey Village Hall Committee was in the increase in fees.
4. Review of Highway safety in the 3 Villages. 
A) Mrs Hodgson stated that she has been a Councillor/County Councillor for  over 6

 years and there has always been parking problems at this location. Cones were placed 

at the entrance to Cleggar Park for 2-3 months and were effective but this didn’t

 continue because of insurance issues. Mr Purser stated that the traffic humps should be all the way across the road and Mr Vince stated that the Head of Lamphey School should be asked to ensure that his staff don’t park illegally.

 Resolved.  A) A letter be sent to the Head of Lamphey School regarding illegal

 parking.

B) A letter be sent to  Dyfed-Powys Police to enforce all illegal parking.

C) A letter be sent to PCC to install speed humps across the entire width of the road 
This matter was discussed under public participation B)  Speeding in Hodgeston. It
was reported that PCC had installed traffic strips across the road to record vehicle

speeds. It was also stated that PCC will not support a Community Council application for 2nd homes funding for a traffic warning sign.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson request a copy of the PCC report on this matter.
C) SRiC bid. Mrs Hodgson stated that progress is being made and it is hoped that this will be completed by Christmas.

5. Bursary Update. An invoice for £125 has been received from Pembrokeshire College in respect of Holly McNamara A meeting has been scheduled with Sinead Henehan for 24 October 2018.
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Resolved. The invoice from Pembrokeshire College be sent to Sinead for paying and the matter of dealing with the remaining funding be discussed with Sinead at this week’s meeting.
6. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting.  No meetings have taken place.
7.Planning Applications:-
A)  1 tree to be felled and 1 tree to be pruned Duneside, Jason Road, Freshwater East – NP/18/0518/TPO.
Resolved.  No opinion be given as the information requested from PCNPA hadn’t been received and they be informed that they need to tighten up on proceedings.

B) Tree felling and Surgery North Down Farm, Lamphey – 18/0642/TF.

Resolved.  No objection be made.
C) Two storey side extension and single storey rear extension 17, Flemish Court, Lamphey – 18/0595/PA.
Resolved.  This application is supported.

D)  Fell 1 sycamore & leave in habitat pile Matchbox, Matchbox Lane, Freshwater East – NP/18/0586/TPO .

Resolved.  No comment be made.

E) Replacement of flat roof with pitched roof and external cladding 44 & 45 Trewent Park, Freshwater East – NP/18/0258/FUL – Planning permission has been granted.

F) Replacement of existing car port with two storey oak frame garage Woodside, Trewent Hill, Freshwater East – NP/18/0289/FUL - Planning permission has been granted.

G) Replacement dwelling – variation of condition no. 2 of NP/16/0580/FUL to amend design(retrospective) Kev Mar, Freshwater East - NP/18/0433/S73 – Permission has been given.
8. 2nd homes in the area.  The Chair reported that 4 expression of interest applications had been submitted and the full applications had been invited in respect of the buoys in the bay and play area equipment. These have to be received in PCC by 14 December 2018. 
Resolved.  The Chair complete the full application in respect of the play area and Mr Tunstall complete the application in respect of the bay. The matter be discussed with Sinead at this week’s meeting.

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11. To purchase a new computer and software for the Clerk’s use. Mr Tunstall reported that the cost to purchase a new laptop and printer from a local company would cost £529.98.

            

Resolved.  It was agreed that this be purchased providing it has at least an I3 processor or equivalent.
12.To receive an update on funding for Lamphey Play Area equipment and fencing. Mr Skeels stated that a quotation has been received from Mr Richard Mason. The cost of replacing the fence and posts including concreting the posts into the ground using the existing wire is £1.9K and if new wire is used the additional cost will be £500. Mr Purser stated that he has asked 2 contractors for an estimate but to date none have been received. Mr Skeels stated that the fence is rotten and very dangerous. Mr Vince stated that new posts should be properly treated. The possibility of removing part of the fence as a temporary measure was also discussed.
Resolved.  It was proposed by Mr Parfitt and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members that new wire should be used and the question of vat on the quote be checked. Smaller items of equipment be purchased rather than one big item. This matter be also discussed with Sinead at this week’s meeting. 
13. To consider the Remuneration Panel Report in respect of Members Allowances.  The Chair reported that the allowances were inrespect of 2019/20 and were the same as the current year.
14. To appoint members to vacant positions of the Council:-

A) Financial controller. Since no Councillor was willing to undertake this post it was decided to instead have a working party consisting of a minimum of 3 Councillors including the Chair.
Resolved.  Ms Vince, Mrs Hodgson, Mr Purser, Mr Tunstall and Mr Vince form the working party and a meeting be held on Monday 11 February 2019 immediately after the scheduled planning meeting on that date.
B) Vice Chair. Mr Tunstall was appointed Vice Chair. Proposed by Mrs Hodgson and seconded by Mr Parfitt and agreed by all Members.

C)  Liaison Committee – Additional Member. An application has been received from Mrs Tomlinson. 
Resolved.  Mrs Tomlinson be appointed. Proposed by Mrs Hodgson and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members.
D) One Voice Wales. No interest was shown for filling the 2nd representative post.
E) Lamphey Community Association. It was decided to defer this appointed to the November 2018 monthly meeting.
F) School Governor Representative. Following the resignation of Mr Ridout from the Community Council there is now a vacancy. Mr Skeels and Mr Vince put their names forward.
Resolved.  Following a vote Mr Skeels was appointed to this position.

15. Independent Review Panel on Community and Town Councils in Wales – Outline.  The Chair gave a summary of this report.
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16. Horses on Freshwater East beach. Mr Tunstall stated that he had a call from Coast Care about horses messing on the beach.

Resolved.  PCC be asked if an appropriate sign can be installed.
17. Budget for next year including devolved power. Mr Tunstall stated that Community Councils will be encouraged to secure other sources of funding and this should be looked at when setting the budget. The Community Council should be slicker and better than at present.
Resolved.  Mr Vince look into the business plan and the Chair look into the budget for the next financial year.
18. Process changes – quicker responses and up skilling for the Clerk.  Mr 

Tunstall gave his views on this matter. 
19. Digital Recording System. Mr Tunstall stated that he would investigate this. The Chair confirmed that recording can be permitted with the Council’s authority, but recordings should be destroyed after their use for writing the minutes.
 20.Update on Christmas event. Mr Skeels and Mr Tunstall stated that the number of people attending from Lamphey will be sorted out and the numbers for Freshwater East hasn’t yet been sorted and details were included in the Freshwater East news letter. A quiz is planned for 17 November 2018 at the Long House 
21.  Speeding between the Murco garage and Chapel Lane. It was decided to defer this matter to the November monthly meeting.
22.  Lamphey Community Garden.  Following the attendance of Mr Power at the September 2018 meeting Mrs Hodgson has replied to him. Mr Skeels stated as far as he was aware there was only one dog owner using the gardens. It seems that this matter started as a rumour.
21. Additional cheque signatory .It was agreed that the Vice Chair be the additional

cheque signatory.

24. Burial ground in Lamphey. This matter was discussed and Mr Purser stated that there was need for an additional burial ground in Lamphey as Lamphey Churchyard was nearing full capacity. Mrs Hodgson and Mrs Tomlinson are investigating this matter.
