   c.   Proposed Car Park Extension/Entrance Improvements
Formal planning application had been submitted with a decision date of  23rd May 2014.  

The Association had decided to obtain quotations for the access improvements to include: 

· Removal and re-alignment of fencing to improve the visibility splay – this to include new style fencing to the entrance only.

· The possible removal of two trees from the roadside.

· Laying a tarmac entrance from the road to inside the gateline.

iii.      Road drain – Corner Cardigan Road/Cross Lane[SVD]


It was noted that the area around the drain was always wet with water running into the drain.  It was not clear where the water was coming from. Welsh water to be advised.
iv.      Bethlehem – Speeding
   
A recent accident outside Bethlehem Baptist Church was reported[SV].

A tree on the edge of the car park was overhanging the children’s play area and the car park.  It was agreed to either lop or remove the tree following inspection.

   This area meeting was held in the Community Hall.  The Chairman thanked Councillors for their attendance.

x.     Cross Lane – Street Lighting[GSE]
