· The Nautical Archaeology Society U-Boat Project 1914-18 had been run in Abercastle, Mathry from the 7th to the 17th June.   130 people attended the talk in Mathry Community Hall and Cllr. Jill Morgan had given a news interview that evening.
· Mathry Farm – copies of the planning application in 2014 show 3 bays and apparently there are 6 now.  The Clerk was asked to request Pembs County Council Enforcement to visit the farm.
