The Clerk stated that the Contractor does allow wild flowers to die back before strimming in order that they will produce a vast amount of buds the following year.  The Clerk also stated that
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on entering the Graveyard, there is an area on the left hand side, which the Church cuts, that has been very overgrown.  The Clerk agreed to look into this and to write to Mrs Irving.
