Public Participation. Mrs Tooby attended and addressed the Meeting regarding the amended plans for Lundy View Cottage, Freshwater East – NP/19/0204/FUL. Ms Vince stated that these plans significantly reduced the height of the proposed development.

Minutes. 
A) The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 20 May 2019 had been circulated to members.
Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Parfitt and seconded by Mrs Hodgson and agreed by all Members.

B ) The minutes of the Planning Meeting held on 10 June 2019 had been circulated to members.
Resolved. These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Vince and seconded by Mr Skeels and agreed by all Members.

1. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of previous Council Meetings that are not agenda items in their own rights:- 
A) Update on SRiC bid. Mr Skeels asked  if bollards and railings will be installed by Lamphey School and it was stated that the plans were not yet finalised. Mr Vince stated that it is important to have bollards and railings in situ to stop cars parking on the pavement. Mrs Hodgson stated that part of the restrictions will include the entrance to Cleggar Park and she will ask Mr Phil Baker for an update prior to the July 2019 monthly meeting. She also stated that there should be a footpath across the playing field as a direct route to accommodate all people in the community. Mr Skeels stated that if access was via a path across the playing field then this would cause problems for grass cutting and strimming. He also stated that he had lived in the village for over 58 yearss and doesn’t anticipate that the footpath would be used regularily and who is going to maintain it in the future. Mrs Hodgson stated that this is a large project and we shouldn’t give PCC a negative feedback. It was stated that this access path could be made from honeycombe so that it wouldn’t affect grass 
A) To provide a footpath from St Faiths.

B) To provide a footpath all the way through.

C) To provide a tarmacked path all the way through.

D) To do nothing.

A) Lamphey Recreation Ground and Lamphey Village Hall be asked if they are agreeable to a short path from St Faiths  This was proposed by Mr Vince and seconded by Mr John and agreed by all Members.

B) Lamphey Recreation Ground and Lamphey Village Hall be asked if they are agreeable to extend the path to Lamphey Village Hall. This was proposed by Mr Vince and seconded by Mr Skeels and agreed by all Members.
B) 2nd homes in the area- An update on Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant Scheme. 
1) Lamphey Play Area equipment and fencing. Ms Vince advised Members that there was a range of projects which have been submittted for grant funding. Mr Purser stated that he is still trying to get a get a final cost from the fencing contractor. Ms Vince provided the following costs:-

This would leave a credit balance of £153 but it was anticipated that stump grinding would cost £140.
Mr John stated that this project should go ahead as soon as possible as schools break up for the Summer in less than a month. Mr Purser, Mr Skeels and Mr Vince were thanked for the work which they had done on this project. Mr Purser stated that if there was no money left for stump grinding then Lamphey Community Council could pay for this work and he stated that this project should go ahead in the summer as later in the year could cause problems with ground conditions. 
2). Safety at Freshwater East Bay.  Mr Vince stated that Mr Tunstall was going to undertake submitting an application for funding but he has now resigned. Mr Vince stated that Sinead had reservations regarding on ongoing costs including insurance and how could we adequately justify the benefit to second home owners. Mr Purser stated that there could be many agencies involved and if we haven’t got anyone to lead this then the project should be shelved. Mr Skeels stated that he will contact Mr Evans at St Brides Hotel in Saundersfoot to inquire how the Saundersfoot Harbour Commissioners deal with a similar matter.

C) Christmas event. 
1) Return of trays. Mr Skeels staed that Mrs Smith is not willing to go to the Longhouse.

D)Additional cheque signatory.  Mr John will complete the mandate and take to the HSBC bank in Pembroke. 
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E) S106 spending on adult education classes.  Ms Vince reported that there was a positive feedback but more people could have attended. Mr Vince also stated that there was a positive feedback and Mr Tunstall had done an excellent job.
F) Burial Ground in Lamphey.  Mrs Hodgson stated that she had been in contact with Helen Head of Properties in PCC and if Lamphey Community Council wished to purchase this parcel of land the District Valuer would be involved at a cost to the Community Council and alternatively it could be rented on a 99 year lease. Ms Vince stated that we should have costs before the September 2019 public meeting. Mr Vince stated that this meeting should have a structured agenda including options and conclusions and who would carry out the administion.
G) Lamphey Notice Board. Mr John stated that he has spoken to Emma and she has no objection to resiting the Community Council’s notice board but she is,however, waiting new signage from CK so resiting cannot take place until their new signage is in place. The Clerk reported that FESCA have requested that a Member of the Community Council places our notices in their notice board. Mr Purser stated that he will ask for a key for this notice board,

H) Planning permission refusal – Trewent Bungalow, Freshwater East. The Clerk 

Stated that he is still waiting a reply from PCNPA.. 
I) Consideration of whether our current procedures are in line with our Adopted Standing Orders and Financial Regulations. 

1)  Amendments to standing orders/financial regulations. The Chair reported that this doesn’t now apply.
J) Councillor Vacancies. The Clerk stated that he has contacted PCC and is awaiting a reply.
2. Treasurer’s report.  The Treasurer reported that the bank balance at the 13 June 2019 was £9,864.86 and all cheques issued have been banked.
3. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies. Mr Parfitt stated at a recent FESCA meeting the childrens’ play area, adult education courses, proposed burial ground and grant for safety at Freshwater East Bay were discussed. Mr Skeels reported that at the recent Lamhey Recreation Ground meeting the main topice was the proposed spraying of the field free of charge.
4. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting. Mr Parfitt stated that he had attended a Planning Aid Wales session which was very good and relevant to Trewent Bungalow..

Resolved. Mr Parfitt ask Planning Aid Wales for copies of the course notes so that all Members can have a copy.

Resolved.  These be paid. Proposed by Mr Purser and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members.
7.  Recent antisocial behaviour at Freshwater East Beach. Mr Purser stated that there had been a recent incident of this when a 62 year old lady was walking on Freshwater East beach and a dog had jumped on her and she was very frightened and asked the dog owner to put the dog on a lead and was met with a negative response. There have been about 10 jet skiers last Saturday using the bay causing noise problems. Mr Parfitt stated that the Local Authority’s dog and litter wardens should be encouraged to visit Freshwater East beach. Mr Purser stated that there should be a notice by the beach asking users to be mindful of other users. Mr Purser stated this is a dog friendly beach and he is willing to make a suitable sign and Mr Skeels stated that it should include large wording. Mr Parfitt stated that there is already a PCC sign in situ. Mr Skeels stated that on facebook recently there were about 10 dogs running all over the beach.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson pursue this matter with the dog and litter wardens in PCC and find out about existing signage.and also submit an expression of interest form to PCC for funding.
8. Audit of accounts for year ended 31 March 2019. The Accounting Statement (Parts 1 and 2) were discussed and the relevant sections signed by the Chairman and Treasurer. The Internal Auditor has already audited the accounts and there are no items to report to the Council.
Resolved.  This was proposed by Mr Parfitt and seconded by Mr John and agreed by all Members.
9. Data Protection. Mr Hopkins when auditing the accounts informed the Clerk that Members should agree to have their names as Councillors included on the web site. 
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Resolved.  The clerk produce the necessary form prior to the July 2019 monthly meeting.
10. Weeding and grass cutting in Lamphey Village. Mr Hopkins has highlighted the lack of grass cutting and weeding in Lamphey. A letter has also been received by the Chair from Mr Lewis 34, Cleggar Park, Lamphey on this matter,
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson take this matter up with PCC.
11. 2019 Christmas Party. A discussion took place as to if this event will take place. Mr Skeels referred to the excellent work which Mr Tunstall had done in making last year’s event so successful. Ms Vince suggested using outside caters this year. Mr Purser stated that all staff should have the appropriate food hygene certificates. Mr Vince stated that last year people worked very hard and we couldn’t do it without professionals.
Resolved. Mr Vince ask Mr Tunstall if he would be willing to undertake the event again this year. Mr Skeels check on Lamphey Village Hall availability for the first 2 weeks in December 2019. Ms Vince submit an Expression of Interest form to PCC to find out if the Christmas party would be potentially eligible for Enhancing Pembrokeshire funding.
12. Give way sign Trewent Hill, Freshwater East. No action has been taken by PCC since the matter was referred to them earlier in the year.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson pursue this matter with PCC.
13.  3 Trees removed from Lamphey play area. Since these have been removed at no cost to the Community Council the possibility of giving a £20 voucher or a meal voucher to the contractor be investigated.
14. Appointment of the following:-
A) Internal Controller. It was agreed to defer this appointment to the July 2019 meeting.

B) Replacement Member for the Freshwater East Advisory Committee.

Resolved.  Mr Purser be appointed to this Committee, Proposed by Mr Skeels and seconded by Mr Parfitt and agreed by all Members.

15.  Community Council Member on Lamphey Church Committee. Ms Vince has received an email from Mrs Tomlinson stating that Lamphey Community Council is not obliged to have a Member of the Community Council at their meetings. Mr John stated that he hasn’t been given a list of dates.
16. Possible development in Chapel Lane Freshwater East. The Clerk has been contacted by Mr Henry Brown from Turnberry and a meeting has been scheduled to take place with PCNPA on 19 July 2019 and he has requested that there is representation from Lamphey Community Council at this meeting. Mr Vince stated that we don’t discuss proposals until they are received from the relevant authority and Mr Skeels agreed with this. Mr Purser stated that this is a green field site and is not in the LDP plan.
