     NOTICE is hereby given that Pembrokeshire County Council intend, not less than seven days from the date of this Notice, to make an Order under Section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 as amended by the Road Traffic (Temporary Restrictions) Act 1991.

The proposed Order is necessary so that telecom ducting works can be carried out.
The effect of the Order will be to temporarily prohibit all vehicular traffic other than exempted vehicles from proceeding along that section of the class II (B4320) Hundleton to Angle road, from its junction with the unclassified (U6305) road leading towards Rhoscrowther, west to its junction with the B4319 road leading towards Freshwater West.
The alternative route for traffic will be Axton Hill (C3003), C3003 through St Twynells, and B4319 Castlemartin to Angle road via Freshwater West.
Pedestrian access will be maintained for the duration of the closure.
It is intended that the restrictions, which will be signed accordingly, will come into effect on Saturday 26th October 2019 and remain in force for approximately 2 weeks or until completion of the works.  To minimise disruption, it is anticipated that the majority of works will be completed during the school half term with additional evening closures required as necessary. 
The Order will remain valid for a maximum period of 12 months as a contingency should the works need to be rescheduled or in the event of any unforeseen circumstances.
