Mrs Hodgson declared a personal interest on Item 21.
Interest.

The Committee was informerd that Miss Joan Bird who was a Member of the Council for many years had recently passed away at the age of 99.
Resolved.  A letter of condolence be sent to the family.
Minutes. 
A) The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 24 June 2019 had been circulated to members.
Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Parfitt and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members.

B ) The minutes of the Planning Meeting held on 13 May 2019 had been circulated to members.
Resolved. These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Skeels and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members.

C ) The minutes of the Planning Meeting held on 15 July 2019 had been circulated to members.
Resolved. These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Vince and seconded by Mr Parfitt and agreed by all Members.

D ) The minutes of the Planning Meeting held on 9 September 2019 had been circulated to members.
Resolved. These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Vince and seconded by Mr Parfitt and agreed by all Members.

1. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of previous Council Meetings that are not agenda items in their own rights:- 
A) Update on SRiC bid.  It was reported that this matter was progressing well although no start date has been given and there is some question regarding the location of the path across or behind or in front of the garage.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson request a copy of the latest plan from Mr Phil Leggett of PCC.
B) 2nd homes in the area- An update on Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant Scheme. 
1) Lamphey Play Area equipment and fencing.  An inspection has been carried out by PCC and there are certain low risk problems to be resolved. Mr Purser reported that the fencing should be started by next Monday weather permitting. An invoice has been received from J & L Gardening for £204 for the grinding out of the tree stumps. Mr Vince stated that the playarea is now open for public use. Mr Skeels
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Stated that it is already well used. Mr Purser stated that this matter should be included in the local newsletter. Darren wants a meeting in the next 2 weeks and Mr Purser stated that this should take place when the fencing has been completed. Mrs Hodgson stated that the new play area should be photographed.
Resolved.  J & L Gardening be asked to reinvoice PCC. If the costs of the play area exceeds the grant then up to £30 be paid by Lamphey Community Council. Proposed by Mr Vince and seconded by Mr Skeels and agreed by all Members.
2) Safety at Freshwater East Bay.  Mr Skeels stated that he hasn’t yet contacted Mr Evans.
3) Signage at Freshwater East.  An Expression of Interest has been submitted to PCC. Mrs Hodgson stated that she had spoken to Mr Chris Taylor from PCNPA at the Pembrokeshire County Show in August and all incidents should be reported and they are having a meeting with Angela Burns AM. Mr Vince stated that it was good that they were taking the lead in this matter.

4) Funding towards over 60’s Christmas Event.  Ms Vince stated that an application for funding had missed the August 2019 cut of date and the next closing date is 5 November 2019 which is too late to employ external caterers. Mr Purser suggested a Summer Tea and Mrs Hodgson stated that various events could be held once a quarter. Mr Vince stated that he had contacted Mr Tunstall who is very community orientated but external caterers are booked up very early in the year. Mrs Hodgson stated that there were very good feedbacks from last year’s event. Mr Skeels stated that this year’s event should be held in Lamphey Village Hall. A discussion then took place on the matter of a cooked meal or a buffet. Ms Vince stated that Summer events could be family orientated. Mr Skeels stated that the Christmas event should be free of charge and a small charge made for other events held during the year.
Resolved.  A free buffet be provided for the Christmas event which will take place on Wednesday 11 December 2019 and Ms Vince will pursue the matter of caterers. Ms Vince submit an Expression of Intererst application to PCC for £3K and Mrs Hosgson and Mr Vince assist her in submitting this application.
C) Christmas event. 
1) Return of trays. Since Mrs Smith is not willing to go to the Longhouse and this matter has been going on for over 9 months then a check be made online so that similary replacements can be purchased.
D)Additional cheque signatory.  Mr John stated that the forms have now been returned to the HSBC Bank in Pembroke.
E) S106 spending on adult education classes.  Ms Vince stated that she has had many compliments about the courses provided.
F) Burial Ground in Lamphey.  Mr Purser queried when the land behind Lamphey Chuch wall would become available for burials and Mrs Hodgson stated that this would be included in Phase 2 of the scheme. This matter was also discussed at length.
Resolved.  A letter be sent to PCC stating that LCC is evaluating the situation into becoming a tenant when the present tenancy expires and the public meeting be put on hold at present.
G) Notice Boards.  Mr Purser stated that he has a key to the FESCA notice board  and Mr John stated thst the LCC notice board is at present in the Tattoo Parlour.
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H) Planning permission refusal – Trewent Bungalow, Freshwater East. The Clerk 

reported that a reply has been received on 13 September 2019 from PCNPA stating 

that the applicant has a further week to submit a pre application request before formal 

enforcement action is taken. A further email has been sent to PCNPA asking for an

update by today but Karen Bolton was out of the office until today Mr Vince stated 

that this was totally unsatisfactory. Mr Purser stated that Freshwater East was a lovely 

village and some people seemed to be able to do what they liked whereby others had 

to abide by decisions made.
Resolved.  The Chief Executive of PCNPA be asked to attend our October 2019

Planning Meeting when this and other matters can be discussed.

I)Councillor Vacancies. An application has been received for co-option from Mr Stephen Cannon Seaway Chapel Lane Freshwater East.
Resolved.  Mr Cannon’s application to be a Member of LCC be approved. Proposed by Mr Parfitt and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members

J) Recent antisocial behaviour at Freshwater East Beach.  It was reported that PCNPA had stepped up patrols in Freshwater East. Mr Purser stated that professional dog walkers are walking 4-5 dogs at a time on Freshwater East beach. Mr Skeels stated that he was at Langland Bay beach on the Gower last week and a dog ban is in force from April to October each year and he had spoken to the local cafe owner who confirmed that his business wasn’t effected by this ban. Mr Skeels stated that Mrs Colley was so annoyed by Jet Skiers at Freshwater East beach recently and had approached them and when they were informed that she was going to call the Police and Coastguards they packed up and left within 15 minutes. Mr Skeels stated that some one is going to be killed by the jet skiers and Ms Vince stated that the presence of buoys will not help the situation and she confirmed that about 10 undesirable jet skiers were present and they had blocked the slipway for 10-15 minutes.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson contact the enforcement team in PCC regarding regular patrols of Freshwater East beach and the Chief Executive of PCNPA be invited to a meeting to discuss Jet Skis, dogs on the beach, planning enforcement and anti-social behaviour.
K) Data Protection.  Forms were handed to Members and were signed and returned to the Clerk stating that they were agreeable to have their details published on the LCC web site.
L) Weeding and grass cutting in Lamphey Village. It was reported that this has now been completed and the grass cutting on the Lamphey to Freshwater East road will be cut earlier in the season next year.

M) 2019 Christmas Party. This has already been covered in item 1A4.
N) Give way sign Trewent Hill, Freshwater East. Mrs Hodgson reported that she had contacted PCC and there is at present a backlog of work to be carried out.

O) Trees removed from Lamphey play area.  OVW be asked for advise on this matter.
P) Appointment of  Internal Controller. Ms Vince stated that this was a very important post and the matter be discussed again at the October 2019 Monthly Meeting.

2. Treasurer’s report.  The Treasurer reported that the bank balance at the 13 September 2019 was £14,647.60 and all cheques issued have been banked. This balance inclues the 2nd instalment of the precept and a vat refund for the last 2 years.
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3. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies. Mrs Hodgson stated that Lamphey Village Hall had rejected the idea of siting theScout Group storage container on their land. Mr Parfitt stated that at the recent FESCA meeting the planning application inrespect of plot 5 Devon Court Freshwater East had been discussed.

4. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting.  No Members have recently attended training and Ms Vince stated training was very important and 7 modules were now on the OVW web site.

Resolved.  These be paid. Proposed by Mr Purser and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members.
7, Long Course Weekend:-
A) Feedback to Streetcare. It was stated that there was a lack of consultation 

regarding road closures. Mr Skeels stated that the event was badly organised 
and cyclists pulled into Lamphey Village Hall car park to use toilets where toilets, bike racks and litter bins were situated. Some were actually urinating against the hedge.and Lamphey Village Hall Committee have complained to PCC regarding incidents over the weekend. Mr Purser stated that if this event is so good for the County why are we exposed and he actually lost bookings that weekend and the event should be moved around the County. Mr Vince referred to 2 near misses he had with cyclists whilst driving in the lead up to this event and Mr Purser and Mr Vince referred to the impact that this event had on farming during this weekend.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson give a feedback to Street Care on the matters raised.
B) Letter to Chief Constable. An invitation to be sent to the Chief Constable of Dyfed-Powys Police for a representative to attend our October 2019 monthly meeting to discuss our concerns. 
8. Possible development in Chapel Lane Freshwater East. Since nothing has been received since 20 June 2019 this matter be closed.
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9. Review of Electoral Arrangements for the County of Pembrokeshire. Copies of the Commission’s Final Recommendations have been received.
10. Clerk’s hours April – July 2019. The Clerk reported that he had worked an additional 21 hours during this period.

14. Hywel Dda University Health Board – Trauma Services. A letter and booklets have been received regarding Developing Trauma services in Hywel Dda Health Board.
15. Parking congestion at Lamphey Bakery. An email received from Tania Rogers was read to the meeting regarding parking problems at this location. Mr Skeels stated that the bakery was only open 2-3 days a week and the Village Hall car park was not intended to be used as a car park for bakery customers. 
Resolved.  A reply be sent stating that LCC agree with her comments and a copy of the email be sent to PCC to pursue.
16. Members Attendances 2019. A copy of the Members Attendance analysis for the period January – July 2019 was handed to Members. 
17. Model Financial Regulations 2019 for Wales. It was decided to defer this matter to the October 2019 monthly meeting to allow the Clerk to read and comment.
18. Community Engagement Events. Mrs Hodgson stated that representatives from PCC are willing to attend and give details of the revised waste collection service. This would be a drop in event to be held in the daytime and residents would see the new containers for waste collection and one of the new collection vehicles would be in attendance.
19. Risk Assessment Review. It was decided to defer this matter to the October 2019 monthly meeting.

20. Environment Wales Act 2016 - Community & Town Councils Duty under Section 6.  The email from OVW state that the Welsh Government will be issuing 
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guidance shortly as Town and Community Councils are required under this act to prepare and publish plans setting out out what they propose to do to comply with the duty to Maintain and Enhance Biodiversity within their current work area. This will be a simple statement and reviewed every 3 years.
Resolved.The Community Council wait for the guidance before actioning.

21. Lease for Lamphey Tennis Courts.  LCC are Custodion Trustees to Lamphey Recreation Ground and the recreation ground has not been registered with the Land Registry. As the land is not registered then Lamphey Tennis Club can only have their lease renewed for a further 7 years which they will pay for. There is a meeting to be held tomorrow for LCC to sign the lease extension but Lamphey Tennis Club cannot sign at present. Mr Purser stated that the land was given to the village by the Mathias family of Lamphey Court in memory of their son who was killed in the Battle of Britain.
Resolved.  Ms Vince and Mr Skeels sign the lease on behalf of LCC.
22. Deeds and leases for Lamphey Recreation Ground:-

A. Locating copies. This matter was discussed.
Resolved. A copy of the Trust Deeds be requested from the Charity Commission.
B.Asset Register. Mr Skeels stated that this land was given to the village and was not a Community Council asset.
23 Freshwater East beach bins - request for next year.  The matter of the well used additional bin by the steps was discussed.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson ask PCC if this bin can be installed earlier in the season.

24. Consultation draft Pembrokeshire Coast National Park Management Plan 2020-2024.  This matter is to be deferred to the October 2019 monthly meeting.
25. Request for a concealed driveway sign at Hodgeston. Mr Graham Aspley from Quarry Cottage Hodgeston has approached Councillors regarding speeding in Hodgeston and to the possibility of having a concealed entrance sign installed.
Resolved.  This would be a matter between himself and PCC.
26. Governance and Accountability A Practitioners Guide Wales 2019.  The Chair asked Members to read chapter 7 of this long report.
27. NALC Legal Topic Note: Financial Assistance to Churches.  This matter was discussed.
