Minutes.
The minutes of the meeting held on 21 May 2019 had been circulated to Members.

Resolved. The minutes be signed as a correct record of the 


proceedings. Proposed by Mr Cannon and seconded by Mr Parfitt and agreed by all Members.

1.Report from FERN.  Mrs Tomlinson gave the report. Members of FERN had assisted PCNPA in clearing vegetation from around the fruit trees in the orchard prior to the area being strimmed by Chris Taylor. A few from the Committee accompanied Chris on a butterfly transect in August. 2 bat recording devices were placed near the dipping pond for a few days in the summer and the records obtained have been passed to the PCNPA biodiversity officer. Guided walks through the LNR have taken place during the summer. Members of FERN have expressed concern about ant-social behaviour at beach parties resulting in debris being left on the beach. Danfro have placed further bins along the beach. It was helpful if LCC would support these extra bins being in place in April/May instead of late July. Concerns has been shown 
about aggressive behaviour by Jet Skiers. A request has been submitted to Mr Stephen 

Davies of PCNPA for a walk through the LNR to learn about the planned work 

schedule for the Autumn/Winter period. Miss Morris stated that these bins should be 

in place by Easter. Mrs Usoro asked about the bat recording and Mrs Tomlinson 
replied about 4 species were recorded. 
2. Report from FESCA.  Mr Cannon stated that concern has been shown about the behaviour of Jet Skiers and there was no speed limit in operation and local residents have met with Angela Burns AM on this matter. Quizes start at the Freshwater Inn on 

9 October and the possibility of running a 100 club is being looked into. 
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3. Report from PCNPA.  Mrs Tomlinson read the contents of an email from PCNPA. Items included were improved signage, ant-social behaviour and all incidents should be reported to Dyfed-Powys Police to log and a meeting is planned with Angela Burns AM. Ms Vince stated that there were various access points to the beach and Mr Cannon stated that there should only be one access point for jet skiers. Mrs Davies stated that signage should be enlarged. Miss Morris stated that vehicles were parking on the slipway and someone should be positioned at the top of the slipway at weekends to give advice and Mr Cannon stated that this should be done by  a slipway warden. There should be a defined set of rules and the bay should be zoned. Mrs Tomlinson stated that at Lydstep beach there was a zero tolerance in place and Freshwater East slipway should be manned on Saturdays, Sundays and Bank holidays when the summer weather was good. Mr Cannon commented on the aggressive behaviour of jet skiers and some of them came down from the Swansea Valley. A recent incident occurred when swimmers had to climb onto rocks to avoid the jet skiers and a local boat was used to rescue them. When the skiers were told that the Police and Coastguards were being informed they packed up and left. Miss Morris suggested that the slipway gate be locked. Mr Cannon suggested a chain and lock with a key being available at the Long House and if anyone stepped out of line they wouldn’t have access to a key in the future. Miss Morris stated that they would then use other access points. Mrs Davies stated that people should be educated to behave properly. Mrs Usoro stated that Section 106 money could be used to improve matters. Ms Vince stated that when proposals for applying for an Enhancing Pembrokeshire grant was discussed with PCC they weren’t sure as there was ongoing issues including nsurance involved. Mr Cannon suggested another meeting with Angela Burns before next Easter and he also stated that people were being intimidated and the attitude of the Police left a lot to be desired. Miss Morris commented on the noise level of the jet skiers. Mr Cannon suggested that a sub group be set up to look into this problem.
4. Update on Freshwater East matters:-
A)  Provision of a water filling point on the outside of the beach toilet block. This is still ongoing.
b) Management of the bay. This matter has already been covered.
c) Antisocial behaviour. This matter has already been covered.
5. Items to report back to Lamphey Community Council:-


A) Mrs Tomlinson asked if a reply has been received from DCWW regarding if Trewent Park Caravan Park was on mains sewage and the date for the open day.

B) Bins on the beach being installed earlier in the year.
6. Next Meeting.  The date of the next meeting is provisionally 21 January 2020.
