a.    Community Garden.

     Two additional beds have been marked out and work on these will continue 


     through the Autumn period
b. Proposed Car Park Extension/Entrance Improvements
The car park extension has been largely completed. A tree adjacent to the car park extension is to be lopped and further parking will be provided once the root structure has been suitably protected.
Trees have bee removed north of the entrance – further clearance work is to be carried out to give the required visibility. 

The pedestrian gate has been relocated and visibility South of the entrance now improved.
New fencing has been erected either side of the entrance gates.

   c.    MUGA
 Work has started on the erection of the MUGA and will be completed by the 12th September 2014.  Further detailed work will be needed before bringing it into use, including an access pathway.
SVD advised that the Association had decided to wait until Spring 2015 for a formal event to mark all improvements.

    d.    Solar Park[Fenton]  - Community Benefit Fund.

            Formal response to the Association’s application for  funding from the developer of 

     the site,  was awaited.

28.14     Other Business. 

a. Rosemary Lane – Dog litter bags.[GSE]


The waste bin in the lane is cleared weekly by volunteers of the Community 

Council and the bag placed for collection near the ‘bus shelter at the end of Dingle Lane, as directed by the County Council.

However, in recent weeks the bag has not been removed weekly causing problems for local residents.

It was suggested that the bag be left at the end of Rosemary Lane for weekly collection – SY to request guidance from the PCC.

b. Picton Close – Name Plate[GSE]


The support posts have rotted.  PCC have ordered replacement posts to be 



erected when available.

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c. Waste/re-cycling bins for playing field[SVD]

A request by the Community Association for a multi bin re-cycling unit for placement in the area of the play area as usage had increased substantially.

SY will enquire as to availability and subsequent collection arrangements for waste sacks generated.
d. Crundale Village Signage[GSE]




It was suggested that all village signs should be of the style currently located on 

the Clarbeston/Chapel Road approach.

SY to make enquiries of the PCC, as to costs.

e. Leaves, Elm  Park.[GSE]



Accumulation of leaves from trees between Elm Park and Rosemary Close cause 

problems for the immediate residents.

A request had been made for the PCC to clear them on a regular basis during the Autumn period. 

SY to draw the matter to the attention of PCC.

f. Police Camera Signs[AL]


It was noted that only one sign was displayed in the community – near Elm 
Cottage on the Cardigan Road.  The criteria for placement of these signs was unclear and it was suggested that the matter be raised at the next PACT meeting.
The meeting closed at 2040hr.
