      b.       Proposed Car Park Extension/Entrance Improvements
Due to the presence of tree roots in the area identified for the Car Park, consideration is being given as to how to resolve the matter - ongoing discussions are being held with PCC Planning to resolve this matter.

Quotations have now been received for:-

a) Removal of three trees from the road boundary;

b) Realignment and replacement of a specific length of fencing to improve visibility.;  

c) Tarmacing of the entrance apron;

The Association has now put work in hand on a. & b;  but has decided to delay c. for the time being.

Work on excavation of the base  is due to start on the 18th July 2014 with the MUGA being erected as soon as the base is in place.

A planned opening for all the improvements is scheduled  for September 2014.

    d.  Solar Park[Fenton]  - Community Benefit Fund.

SVD stated that until the outcome of the application to the fund is known, the Association was not  in a position to set out all likely costs to it’s funds.
